STREET MATTERS'

Two street matters that are occupying
considerable attention just mow are the
laying of conduits by the -New Brungwu:k
Telephone Company and the experiment
in paving with tarvia on Union street. The
telephone company is now opening up. the
block pavement on Mill street, to lay
their conduits, and there has been much
criticism over the fact that the workmen
have cut away the cross stringers on which
the pavement, is laid, making it pracpically
impossible to relay the blocks without
taking up the balance of the pavement on
that &ide of the street on which the work
is being dome. When permission was
granted the. company by the board of
works to open the street it was stated
that the cross stringers would not be in-
terfered with and it was left with the en-
gineer to see that the work was done in
8 satisfactory mawmner. It is claimed that
tHe method being pursued is anything but
satisfactory and several of the aldermen,
@s well as merchants, on Mill street, ex-
press the opinion that the city's interests
gre not being properly looked after.

Regarding the new piece of street work
on Union street between Dorchestér and
Germain, on which a preparation known as
#tarvia’ has been used, it is ~generally
conceded “that the- experiment has been a
failure. Tnstead of the tar substance
working into thé broken stone and bind-
ing it together as)it was claimed it would
do, the surface of the street is simply a
soft mush of sand and tar that the horses’
hoofs stir up and the wagon wheels sink
into. Several teamsters and other citiz-
ens as well as some of the,aldermen who
saw. the roadway were unanimous in con-
demning it. It would appear that some
other method would have to be adopted
dor _making good streets. It is claimed
that the tarvia should be used simply as
¢ dust preventive and should be sprinkled
pn the streets like water.

COMING TO
“CANADA

Influx Into t'he New Provinces
Greatly in Excess of That of

Last Year_

Spokane, Wash., June 15— Hundreds of
Am*‘icgns are now emigrating to British
Columbia, where, gs a result of the advent
of the Grand Trunk Pacific railway, now

under comstruction, the northern part of
the province is being opened for lumber-
ing, - agriculture and stock raising.”

Frederick T. Cromwell,' of Vancouver,
B. C., said this in the course of an inter-
view in Spokane, adding:

“Many inquiries have been made as to
what Toute the homesteader should pur-
sue in order to get into the Buckley and
Nechaco valleys, Hundreds have been led
astray by being given the most difficult
route, so that some one might be the gain-
er, either the outfitter or the agents of
the transportation companies, which has
not only cost the landseeker a great deal
in the past, but-has meant a great loss of
time and & detriment to the country. Be-
ing familiar with British Columbia and the
far north, I readily give this information
to the public as the most feasible route-
to the Nechaco, Buckley and Coast lands.

“To the Nechaco and. the eastern part
of Buckley Valley the settler. can either
go by wagon or pack horse to Ashcroft,
British Columbia, or by train and secure
his outfit at Ashecroft. ¥rom Ashcroft, take
the well known Carriboo road to Quesnelle
a distance of 220 miles. This road is one
of the finest mountain roads in the north-
west.. Good feed and watering places are
numprous along the road, and after leav-
ing Ashcroft one may secure provisions at
the different stores at Clinton, 150-Mile
House, (Soda Creek ahd Quesnelle. From
Quesnelle the route then leads over what
is known as the Dawson Telegraph trail.

“The government has built a wagon road
along this trail for a distance of 40 miles.
I would strongly‘advise the landseeker to
make preparations for pack horses from
there on, as good time could be made in-
to the Nechaco valley. The settler shoudd
outfit himself with plenty of provisions,
more especially flour and bacon, and not
carry any surplus weight, for every pound
counts in packing. I would also advise the
gettler first to go and locate and not take
a family, as there are a good many hard-
chips encountered, and this has been the
reason why so many have turned back,
never having seen what British Columbia
has in the north.

“To the western part of Buckley Valley
the best route is by train to Vancouver
and thence by poat to Port KEesington,

Mr. White says the imimigration
comes mainly from the Western and Pacific
coast States, though a considerable number
are from the Middle West and Eastern por-
tions of the country.

He estimates at
11,000 the number of Canadians going to the
United States last year, but states that in-
cluded in the number are' many who are ac-
customed to go there for the summer work
and return in the fall.

Some statistics recently submitted at Wash-
ington showing 50,000 Canadians to have gone
to the States last year is discounted.

Counted in the number are many Scandina-
vians and others, who came through Canadi-
an territory, but were in no sense perman-
ently located hers.
