ber Regulations, and the Indians of the 
Owekano Band must be given the preference 
by way of employment in the work of cut- 
ting and removing the timber..

Tenderers must submit their offer on the 
form of tender provided for that purpose, 
and each tender must be accompanied by an, 
accepted cheque on any Canadian chartered 
bank for the sum of $4,375.60 representing :— 
Deposit $4,000, first year rental $325.60 and 
licence fee $50, such cheque to be made pay­
able to the Receiver General and returnable 
to unsuccessful tenderers. '

Should the tender be accepted, the deposit 
of $4,000 will be held by the Department 
until the undertaking b completed to the 
satisfaction of the Superintendent General.
