As an academical orator, as a lawyer, as a diplo-
matist, and as a statesman, Mr. Webater achieved
v fame which, sep.\mtel‘f'. almost any o' his con-
temporaries, living or dead, might have envied,
His anniversary addresses are almog: the only
epecimens of that epecies of'oratory in this country,
that will survive their author, His efbrts at the
bar, like most mehievements in that erenn, how-
ever memorable, will only possess a traditional
fame, which in this country is never lasting.

The Semate has been his great theatre, where if
he did not lay the foundation of his fame as an
orator, he certainly crected the monuments which
are to perpetuate it. His forensic oratory has
rarely been surpassed either in wncient or modern
times, and there is no doubt that his example in
that body did wore than is now easily appreciated,
in clevating its standard of parli tary elo-
quence and decorum, oo

He never betrayed the politician in the tone of'
the language of his speeches § whatever might be
the secret motives of his heart, he always rested
his policy upon professedly publiec grounds, and
discussed them from a national, and never from a
personal, nor a partisan point of view, In this re-
speet Mr. Webster's ‘ml‘nicnl speeches stand in
adwirable contrust with the style of parlinmentary
oratory which ordinarly prevails st Washington,

M
Webater de!.\nrmd thie life at Marshfield a little be-
fore three o'clock on Sunday morning. His health
fot & year or two has been somewhat impaired, and
the annual catarrh, to which he has been subject
in the month of August, attacked him both the
last year and this with unusual severity, Other
complaints followed a few weeks since, and his
constitution, originally of great strength, has at
length yielded.—Mr. Webster was however able
to attend to the public business of his department
till within a very fow days of his decease, and his
peerless intellect remained unclouded to the lust.

Mr. Webster was born at Salisbury, N. H., on
the 18th of January, 1782,  He was educated at
Exeter Academy and Dartmouth College. His
legal pupilage was passed in the office of Gover-
nor Gore of Muassachusetts, who stood in the first
rank of jurists,

In 1812 Mr. Webster was elected to Congress
as one of the Representatives from New Hamp-
shire, and took his seat at the extra session in
May, 1813. The country wae then engajged in
the war with Great Britain declared the preceding
June, Congress at that time embraced an unu-
sual number of eminent members, both of the Se-
nate and the House of Representatives, Clay,
Calhoun, Lowndes, Pickering, Guston, Forsyth,
were among the number,  Several of these added
the advantage of some experience in legislation to
\alents of the highest order,  Mr, Webster had
never been n member of' a deliberative nssembly
before, but he rose at once to the very front rank,
It wug soon remnrked of him by M. Lowndes,
* that the South had not his superior not the North
his equal.”

In 1822 he was clected to Congross for the city
of Boston by an overwhelming majority, and this
choice was renewed at two subsequent elections
by a vote nearly unanimous. Ilc signalized his
return to political life~by the ever memorable
speech on behalf of the Gireeks, which gave him
the same rank among the statcsmen of the nge
which he had nlready taken among its jurists,

Buch was Gen. Jackson's sense of the finportant
setvices he had rendered the country in the great
nullification crisis of 1832, that he wus desirous of
making him Chief Justice of the United States on
the decease of Matshall,  But the power of circuin-
stances wns too great for & step so auspicious to
the best intercsts of the country, ns the removal of
the barriers of party alienation.

On the accessidn of General Harrison to the
Presidency in 1841, he was placed at the head of
his cabinet, n etation which he continued to occupy
under Mr. Tyler for two years after the Presi-
dent’s decense, 1n this short period he succeeded
in negotiating with Lord Ashburton, sent by Eng-
land as u special envoy for that purpose, an hono-
able arrangement in reterence to all the matters
in controversy with that country, with the cxcep-
tion of' Oregon. T'he settlement of that question
on & reasonable basis, though not eftected while
Mr. Webster was in office, was wainly owing to
the respect paid to his opinion by the British Min-
istry, as that npini«m was expressed in letters to
his friends in England,

Mr, Webster was re-clected to the Senate in
1845,  Although disgusted with the mensures of
the Mexican government, Mr. Webster opposed
the war with tﬁut feeble and distracted country,
He considered it as having been commenced by
an unwarranted exercise of executive discretion
without the previous sanction of Congress, and he
foresaw the dangerous consequences !{ikely to flow
from a great acquisition of territory,

On the untimely decease of General ‘Taylor and
the dissolution of his Cabinet, Mr. Webster was
called by President Fillmoro to the Department of
State, and hus temnined to the last duys of his
crowded and eventful life, in the luborious dis-
charge of the duties of that important and respon.
sible office.

"I'he most hasty survey of Mr. Webster's career
is sufficient to show the astonishing versatility of
his talent and the prodigious extent of his attain-
ments,

With no work ancient or modern was he more
familiar than with the Binte. Ile read it habitu-
ally and with the most thorough appreciation of
its worth as a record of divine truth and hope, u
law of moral duty, and a collection of the loftiest
strains of sacred eloquence und poetry. As he
declined in years rligious contemplations engag-
ed more and more of his attention and the last
great change found him in a state of christiun pre-
paration. He retained his faculties till within a very
short time before his death, ethups to the very
last. At half-past six u'cloc‘: Saturday evening
he assembled his family and friends about him and
took an affectionate leave of each.—For a few
hours after this trying scene he seemed to euffor
considerable pnin, whicli he bore with fortitude,
occasionally addressing a few words to his physi-
cian. About 10 o'clock he desired a friend at his
bed side to read a portion of Gray's elegy in o
country church yard. ‘T'o another he said “on the
24th of October, 1852, all that is mortal of Daniel
Webster will cease to livey” and at twenty min-
ute# before three o'clock he breathed his last, per-
fectly quiet and to all appearance free from puin,

A brighter intellect, a more generous spirit, or
a parer patriotism was never xfevoted to the ser-
vice of the Country.

His life hus left few lessons of greater value
than may be gathered from the elevated tone of
his Congreseional specches, in which he never
made one undignitied uppeal, or indulged in one
personal or an unparliamentary allusion. \We do
not recollect an instance of Mr. Webster's béing
calied to order, or of his being out of order duting
the whole of his patliamentary life, This can
hardly be said of any other person who ever beld
a seat in the Congress of the United States more
than a single termn. :

“T 8t Lave "—These were the last nudible
words of Daniel Webster.—UDaniel Webster wes
in himself a host.  Although he eould not &it in the
chair of Washington, he influenced by his coun-
sels the actions of thoge who did, and his words
were not without weight even in Great Britnin,
Daniel Hebster, in 1812, opposed the war with
England: in 1845 he opposed the war with Mexito.
Yet in both cases he felt that he was an Ameni-
can, und when war was inevitable he took cvery
opportunity of showing that he wus, But Duaniel
Webster is dend, and the world hag lost an able
lawyer, and a statesman, whose like may not for
ages be seen again. His last worde—words ut-
tered as it were in death—were, “I still live
and they are beautifully, grandly true. Daniel
M ebster, nwakened from a state of coma, fovnd
that he was yet living on earth, and said so in ear-
prise.  The world, ages after he is gone, and
when not n ves'ige of his humanity remnins, will

Proeness or tiue Corovy or Vicronta.—
From the address of the Chairman of the Mel-
bourne Chamber of Commerce, on occasion of the
annual meeting of the st of April 1852, it would
seem that the commercial history of the last yesr
of Victoria is the very romance of the ledger, the
poetry of the counting-house.  'I'he 1st of April
1851, found Victorin still hanging by a thread to
the older colony of New South Wales, und it was
ouly from the 1et of July 1851, that she commenc-
gd her carecr ns un independent colony.  This in
itself' was an nuspecions event, innsmuch as it de-
livered this fine country from the course of'a doubly
absentee Government, the remote seat of power at
Sydney, or the still more remote Colonial-office,
But even this event, important as it was, was

y theown into the shade by the sudden
changes which fullowed it.  Atthat tine the popu-
lation of the colony of Victoria nmounted to about
70,000 souls, it is now computed at 115,000 per-
sons, to which thirty or forty thousand at lenst
nust have been added of whose arrival we have
no information, ‘The imports had gradually risen
from n hundred and fifty-one thousand pounds in
1844 to seven hundred and forty-five thousand in
1850 3 but in 1851 they exceeded this sum by no
less than three hundred and eleven thousand
pounds, having risen to the extraordinary nmount
of £1,056,000. When it is considered that the
discoveries of gold were only made in the autumn
of lust year, and that therefore there was but little
time for this great chunge to operate on the import

{| market, the advance is truly surprising, and shows

that this discovery found the colony of Victoria in
a state of solid and rapidly incrensing prosperity
which nothing short of so efficient a cause would
have been able to incrense. If we turn to the ex-
ports, we find that they had increascd from two
wndred and fifty thousand pounds in 1844 to £1,-
042,000 in 1850, and that in 1851 this unount wus
agnin increased by nearly £400,000, the value of
the exports of that year amounting to £1,423,000
Of this increase about £145,000 is due to gold, In
1846 the population of Melbourne was 10,054, in
1851 it had increased to 23,143; at the same
periods the pn})ululion of Geelong hud incrensed
from 2005 to 3201—a rapidity of increase we be-
lieve almost unpurallcled.
