WAS PART OF SEIZURE
MADE BY OFFICIALS

Exposure to Weather Spoiled
Liquor for Ordinary
Consumption

HILE a few dry-eyed customs

and excise officials and oth-
ers looked on, champagne to
the value of nearly $12,000 was
ruthlessly dumped into a sink
at the customs house this mom-
ing and went, bubbling merrily,
through the sewer pipes to mix
ignominiously with the water of

the Saint John Harbor.

It was a very timely—or untimely

according to the point of view—sea- |
son for this wholesale spilling of thcl

sparkling juice of the grape, remin-
iscent of other Christmas seasons,
when many a gold-sealed, wire-tied
bottle was stored away to be cracked
on the festive occasion. On the face
of it, it looks like a ruthless waste of
the fruit of France’s vineyards -and
the labor of so many of her nation-
als. But wait—

HAD DETERIORATED,

The lot of liquor done away with
today consisted of 164 cases, of an
excellent and time-honored brand,
formed the part of a large seizure made
some time ago and held pending in-
structions from the Federal author-
{ties at Ottawa. On account of the
fact that it was cached in the woods

| for some time, and there was exposed
{0 severe weather conditions, it had
deteriorated to such an extent that it
was regarded as not fit for disposal
through any of the provincial liquor
commissions. Therefore, it was con-
demned to pass away, and this it did
today, despite a certain “kick” on its
own part, and perhaps a twinge of
sorrow on the part of those whose
memory went back to other days.

According to the nresent price scale
of the New Brunswick Board of Liquor
Comumissioners, the retail value of the
wine destroved would be in the vie-
inity of $11,808.

Some time ago the Board of Trade
wrote to Prof. Philip Cox, professor
of natural history and geology at the
University of New Brunswick, sug-
gesting that the university extend its
courses in mineralogy and give
courses fitting men as prospectors who
would go out and discover the mineral
wealth of the province.

While it is believed she is still in the
city somewhere, the local detective de-
partment is still without information as
to the whereabouts of Bernette Douc-
ette, a domestic, who has been sought
since yesterday morning.

Miss Doucette, whose home is in
Bathurst, came to the city late last
week or early this week, and on Mon-
day night she hired with a lady re-
siding in Duke street. She was given
a street car ticket in order to go to
the depot to get her baggage. Since
that time she has not been heard from
at her prospective home here.

RELATIVES SOUGHT.

Fearing for the girl's safety, the
woman_telephoned to the Travelers’
Aid, where Miss Doucette had stayed
on a previous occasion, but there was
no trace of here there and the Police
Department was notified. Although
every effort has been made to get some
news of her, nothing has developed
since then to indicate whether or not
the girl was still in the city. On ac-
count of the fact that she told her
employer that she had relatives on the
West Side, the polife believe that she
is still in the city, probably staying
with some of these friends.

A communication was sent to the
girl’s mother this morning by the wom-
an who had engaged her, asking for the
names of relatives and friends in Saint
John so that the matter can be further
investigated.

It is the belief of the detectives that
the girl left home without her people’s
consent. They do not believe that
anything untoward could have hap-
pened to her, or they would have some
word of it.

UNDREDS of passengers,
practically all Canadians,
boarded the steamers Montcalm
and Minnedosa here today and
will leave this afternoon to reach
England before Christmas. The
group is the final of the travel-
ers leaving Canadian soil by the
Canadian Pacific liners to spend
Christmas in the old country.
The steamers are bound for Liver-
pool, sailing via Belfast and for Cher-
broug, Southampton and Antwerp.
They should dock about two days be-
fore Christmas. A feature of the sail-
ings was the running of a special car
across the entire continent with pas-
sengers for the British Isles.

TRAINS IN TODAY.

A special . train arrived over the
C. P. R. at 10.55 this morning bring-
ing 265 cabin and third class passen-
gers from Winnipeg and other western
sections, while a special boat train ar-
rived from Montreal at 1148 o'clock
and a second at 11.55 o’clock. The
first Montreal special brought 144
third class for the Montcalm and eight
cabin and 114 third for the Minnedosa.
The second Montreal special brought
37 cabin and 18 third for the Mont-
calm and 43 cabin and three third
class for the Minnedosa.

Among the passengers on the Mont-
calm were 34 United States and fous
Canadian deportees and on the Min-
nedosa 11 United -States and seven
Canadian deportees.

S. V. Spedding, an 11 year old girl
from Medicine Hat, who is sailing on
the Montcalm.
