With the arrival of the Royal Mail
steamer Royal George in port this mom-
ing some records were smashed, one the
trans-Atlantic trip to St. Johm, which
the Royal George accomplished in 6
days, 7 hours and 24 minutes, and‘.the
unloading and getting away of the
steamer’s large mail cargo, which was
done in one hour and forty-eight
minutes.

The steamer tied up at the wharf a
little before eight o’clock this morning
and at 8.36 a start was made on the dis-
charge of the 2,287 packages of mail
At 1024 the last package was placed in
the car and six minutes later the train
was drawn out of the shed and shunted
io the Union Depot where the passen-

ers were taken on, and at 10.40 o’clock,
f al time, or about two hours after the

first bag of mail was taken out of the|
ship, the train was on her way to Mon-|

{real.

The 2,287 packages of ma.ﬂ -matter
and parcels post filled seven cars, four
for Upper Canada and the west, one of
overseas and two for the maritime prov-

inces.

The Royal George, which is undcr the
command of Captain F. J. Thompson,
left Avonmouth at 9.08 p. m. on Dec.
81 and at noon next day had made 232"
miles. Her daily runs for the following
days were 437, 446, 480, 428, 427 and
290 miles.

In this regard, he said, the approach
to this port was safer and more con-
venient for steamers, as gréat caution
had always to be taken in coming into
Halifax harbor. In fact, he said that in

real foggy weather, it was impossible to{ -

come in there at all on account of the
treacherous ledges and shoals.

Besides the passengers and mails the
Royal George brought a fair cargo of
general freight.

A second special train, carrying the
rest of the passengers, left the Union
Depot at 11.47 o’cloc kthis morning.
