_slso by his readiness to ‘accept invitations
$o dinner and to luncheon from all sorts
of queer people, especially from members
of {he foreign colony on the banks of
the Seine, but, while the crownprince thus
_had his fling in Paris, he nevertheless
avoided an open break, and on the occa-
gion of the crownprincess’ birthday last
June, travelled half way across Europe to
be with her on that day, at Friederich-
* shof, near Homburg, where she was stay-
fng with her sister, Princess Frederick
Charles of Hesse.

“mot like Athens. Nor is she popular there,
“in spite of all sorts of philanthropic insti-
‘tutions which she has either founded or
helped to develop and maintain. The fact

‘all the sympathies of her German relatives,
from the Kaiser downward, as well as
those of the German government, and of
“#he Glerman people were with. Turkey, and
that the @Qttoman troops were mnot only
trained but even officered by Germans. -
i The faet tb?t the Greek army is being
successfully - reorganized by the

. ftelegation of French army officers, com-

‘French officers have succeeded in making
themselves very popular. The Greek navy

Dutch Gladstone, has been compelled to

setire from political life. While he has

undoubtedly been for many years a Vvery
commanding figure in the public life of

Holland, and a most_important factor in

its politics, his retirement will excite lit-

tle or mo regret, owing to his imperious

and arbitrary character. 0

The doctor visited the United States
during the presidency of McKinley, on
which occasion he reeeived the degree of

LLD. at the University of Princeton,
.and delivered the series of Stone lectures
there. He likewise called at the White
House and spent an hour in conversation
with President McKinley. 'He was not im-
pressive-looking, and the American news-
papers, in describing him, alluded to the
negligent character of his attire.

In addition to being a Calvinist divine,
and a pulpit orator of note at Amster-
dam, he has also been professor of theol-
ogy of the university of that city; is the
author of a monumental “Encyclopedia of
Theology,” and was for many years.editor
of the important Amsterdam newspaper
“Der Standaard.” It was in the latter
capacity that he acted as president of the
Putch Press Association in 1897.

He was premier because he had ueurp-
ed the office, and no one, at any rate
among his own party, ventured to protest
against his assumption of superiority.
Strictly speaking, Holland has no prime
minister. No one member of the cabinet
outranks the others, the council of min-
isters being presided over by each of its
members in turn for the epace of three
months. During theee three months the
temporary president is the spokesman of
the cabinet, whenever it is necessary to
speak for it as a body in the states gen-
eral. The premiership is an institution
that is not in keeping with Dutch no-
tions, and as soon as Dr. Kuyper’s admin-
istration was overthrown, and the Liber-
ale came into office, they did away with
the premiership and reverted to the form-
er practice, which had been in use ever
since olden times, when Holland was a
republic. :

In Switzerland the same ideas prevail.
Not only is there no prime minister, but
etrictly speaking there is not even a presi-
dent of the republic “in the American or
French sense of the word. The presidency
s vested in the seven members of the fed-
eral council, and its members take it in
turn to act as president for twelve
months, neither the presiding officer for
