THEY CANNOT AGREE UPON THE 

SUGAR ITEM.

The Ways and Means Committee of Con­
gress Have Practically Agreed Upon 
the Tariff Schedules hot they Stick 
at Sugar.

BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE.

New York, March 13.—A Washington 
special to the Sun says the inability of 
the members of the committee on ways 
and means to agree among themselves 
as to how the sugar tax shall be arranged 
is all that prevents the reporting of the 
tariff bill. The other schedules have 
been practically agreed upon so that the 
bill could be reported tomorrow were it 
not for the split on sugar.

Meetings are being held night and 
day and an earnest effort being made to 
reach a conclusion that will allow the 
final touches to be put upon the bill.

There will be a reduction of $12,000,- 
000 in the tabacco tax license. The tax 
will be abolished and restrictions in way 
of special taxes on the sale of the leaf 
tobacco by producers removed. The 
duty on steel rails will be reduced from 
$17 to $13 per ton. A duty of$l pound will 
be placed upon imported raw silk. The 
duty on tin plate increased from 1 to 2 
cents per pound and it has been pract­
ically decided not to remove the tax up­
on alcohol used in the arts.

The wool men have been told they will 
get all the protection they ask for.

A leading member of the committee 
said last night that a bill was being pre­
pared with a view to meeting as far as 
possible the desires of agricultural in­
terests.

The free list will be enlarged by plac­
ing upon it all farm products not pro­
duced in this country, and in other ways 
extended so as to bring about the desired 
reductions in revenue made possible by 
the decision of the committee not to 
abolish altogether the tax on tobacco and 
sngar.

A suppression of trusts of all kinds is 
also foreshadowed.
