During the etressing times
of peace, Labor has proven on many
occasions that it was on the right
track and the result of the recent
byelections are considered as an in-
dication of public opinion. In Can-
ada byelections have little or no
bearing on a general election but
the situation in Great Britain Is
very different. During the past few
years, byelections In Canada are
“fixed” betweéén the parties and no
public opinion is expressed. This
procedure has been baffied to sc e
extent by the entry of the Unifed
Farmers and the Independent Labor
Party but the Canadian workers
have not yet been aroused to the
same extent as their brothers and
sisters in the British Igles.

The ‘acceptance of the Gavern-
