Charges of scandal and corruption 
were not the Issues of this campaign. 
The chief defenders of the Liberal
government from the charges of cor­
ruption were Conservatives, men who 
knew the real facts of the matter. In 
the case of the Ross rifle, Colonel Sam 
Hughes championed that new arm; the 
Hodgins’ charges were disposed of by 
Majdr Hodgins himself; when charges 
of graft In the marine and fisheries de­
partment were made it was a Conser­
vative of the standing of Hugh Allan 
who refuted them.

If it had not 
been for Mr. Fielding, British Colum­
bia’s cause would have been lost when 
its premier left that conference and 
left his province to the tender mercies 
of his fellow-Conservatives, Whitney 
and Roblin.

“The real issue In this campaign,” 
said Mr. Higgins, “is none of these 
things I have mentioned. It is whether 
you desire to see continued in office a 
government which has done so much 
for Canada as a whole, a government 
which has increased population by a 
wise immigration policy, which has in 
the one province of Saskatchewan in­
creased the area under crop seven and 
one-half times; a government which Is 
building the G. T. P. and creating a 
new province in the North; a govern­
ment which is going to construct the 
Hudson’s Bay railway, destined to 
bring the products of the Canadian West 
closer to the European markets than 
are those of any other North or South 
American country; a government which 
has established the railway commis­
sion and protected the shippers; a 
government which has settled the 
Oriental question to the satisfaction of 
all reasonable men and conserved the 
Japanese market; a government which 
has initiated the All-Red route, inaug­
urated true civil service reform, enact­
ed valuable labor legislation and given 
British Columbia large railway sub­
sidies. These things are actual facts 
and are worth your while thinking 
over.”

Pleading guilty to the burglarizifig 
of five houses out of nineteen entered, 
and to the stealing of property aggre­
gating in value $500, one-quarter of the 
entire amount estimated to have been 
taken In the last month, James Wat­
son, Robert Gibbons and Paul Medina 
were on Saturday released by Magis­
trate Jay on suspended sentence. The 
boys are to be removed from the city 
and from the possibility of meeting 
each other, Gibbons and Medina to 
be apprenticed on board merchantmen, 
and Watson to be sent to a farm on 
the mainland.

The case having been taken out of 
the hands off City Prosecutor Moore by 
the Attorney-General's department, C. 
J. Prior appeared for the prosecution, 
Instructed by the department.

W. C. Moresby, after asking for the 
clearing of the court, announced that 
the boys would plead guilty, and choose 
a summary trial. Gibbons and Medina 
were then arraigned for the robberies 
from Wm. Mead, 664 Dallas road; Mrs. 
Mansell, 1534 Elford Street, and D. H. 
McLean, McKenzie street; and Wat­
son, Gibbons and Medina for the rob­
beries from H. A. S. Moriey, 1130 yiew 
street, and H. A. MacLean, 1020 Moss 
street. To each they pleaded guilty in­
dividually.

Mr. Moresby made an 
clemency for the boys, dwelling on the 
hardening influences of jail or peniten­
tiary and the exceeding probability, if 
confined in 
they would turn out confirmed crim­
inals. There was no desire on the part 
of the parents or anyone else, he said, 
to mitigate in the least the nature of 
the crime and the parents and relatives 
wished to see that In every way the 
boys realized the gravity of their po­
sition. He urged that all the demands 
of justice and protection of the pub­
lic would be amply met by release on 
suspended sentence. The affair would 
be a lesson to them and to ail other 
boys. They had started off as a boy­
ish prank but unfortunately the fact 
that they were not immediately de­
tected emboldened them. The first 
steps in the wrong path were trace­
able to “that infernal messenger ser­
vice system,” which, in this city as in 
others, took boys from school and put 

,them where they were brought in 
touch with all sorts of vice and im­
morality.

If the court took the view he was 
urging upon it, the father of the Wat­
son boy would send him orj a farm 
with relatives near Vancouver and 
Medina would be placed as an appren­
tice on board a merchant vessel, under 
a good captain. Mr. Moresby said that 
as to the money taken the parents 
would make complete restitution.

A friend of the Gibbons boy under­
took that inside an hour <he boy would 
be apprenticed on a n^fehantman.

“This case has been «given careful 
consideration by the crown officials,’’ 
said Mr. Prior, and they have come 
to the conclusion, having regard to 
the fact that these are mere youths, 
that they have freely and frankly con­
fessed their guilt and assisted the po­
lice in recovering the articles stolen and 
that they should not be allowed to re­
main in their old surroundings, that the 
interests of justice and of tlie com­
munity, and especially of the boys 
themselves will be best served if they 
are given a chance to become honest 
and law-abiding citizens and not sent 
to jail. It Is rightly pointed out by the 
legal representative of the boys that 
If sent to jail they will inevitably be­
come hardened criminals. They are 
not in-bom bad and the crown feels 
that if taken away they will, in ail 
probability, be yet good citizens. I 
must strongly impress the necessity 
not only of separating the boys but 
of sending them away from this city.”

Magistrate Jay addressed the three 
boys on the seriousness of their of­
fence and reminded them that although 
they were being released they were lia­
ble to be punished yet for the offence 
if they did not embrace this oppor­
tunity to reform. For himself the 
magistrate agreed with counsel that 
the interests of justice would be best 
served by the course he was taking. 
On one point raised by Mr. Moresby, 
Mr. Jay said:

“I agree to same extent, from my 
observation here and elsewhere, re­
garding young lads being engaged in 
the messenger service. I have seen 
many cases of criminality traceable to 
association with the boys In that ser­
vice, where they are brought into con­
tact with evil influences. I have also 
found that the beginning of trouble is 
traceable to the fact that as young 
lads they have been allowed to sell 
papers on the street late at night. The 
legislature has seen fit to prohibit the 
employment of children in factories 
and I think it would be well also to 
prohibit boys of tender years being en­
gaged in employments tending to bring 
them into immoral associations."

The boys were then released from the 
dock and entered into recognizances, 
a further guarantee being taken in 
each case by a $500 Bond for two 
years.

Ralph Smith remipded this audience 
that they had to consider the policy 
of the Laurier government, of which 
he had been a supporter in the House 
for eight years now. If they took an 
impartial view of what the govern* 
ment had done and what he, as a sup­
porter of it, had done, they would have 
no hesitation in giving him, on this 
third appeal, the same support as they 
had driven him before. (“You’re our man, 
Ralph/’ said a voice). It was after all 
a question of what a government and 
party had done and had to offer that 
the electors had to consider at such 
a time. The Conservative party were 
not able and not prepared to tell the 
people what they proposed to do if 
given power; their whole programme 
was one of complaint, denunciation 
and declamation. One of the func­
tion of an opposition, it was true, was 
to criticize the acts of a government 
and its policy. The opposition leader 
in Canada was paid $7,000 a year for 
keeping a party together to do that. 
But this was not everything. He

“The people of this country and of 
this constituency are too hard-headed 
to put any party in power unless it 
has a sound and well-reasoned policy 
to substitute for the one it assails. In 
this election the representatives of the 
Conservative party—I cannot altogeth­
er blame them—are unable to put be­
fore the people any sound proposals 
simply because the leaders of the party 
cannot do so.

“The business of a government is to 
do things for the people generally, for 
the largest number. That is the sound­
est government which does things in 
the interests of the great mass of the 
people. You may have a good govern­
ment which does magnificent things 
for a few but which impoverishes the 
majority. A party that has accom­
plished big things for a few is a very 
different one from a party that accom­
plishes great things for the masses of 
the country. That is a difference on 
which I am prepared to place my sup­
port of any party.

“I came here sixteen years ago as an 
English radical, knowing something 
about the country and familiar with its 
politics through the speeches of Cart­
wright and Macdonald. When I came 
I had to -consider which party I would 
support and I looked at which had done 
most for the people and which policy 
promised most.

One matter brought before the late 
been thegovernment by labor had 

feeling of British Columbia towards 
Oriental immigration. The answer to 
this was the report of the royal com­
mission of 1883 that Orientals were 
necessary to develop and build up this 
province. A tax of $50 was placed on 
the Chinese, but did not operate as any 
barrier. As late as 1892 the effect of 
this Chinese influx was to retard emi­
gration from England to British Co­
lumbia. The labor interests had kept at 
the Conservative government, 
nothing was ever done to mitigate the 
evil.

“I am opposed by some people,” the 
speaker went on, “for doing so much 
for the workingmen and nothing for

the employers, while others 
that I have done too much for the em­
ployers. I have tried to commit myself 
to a reasonable proposition as between 
the Liberals, who had nothing to do 
with bringing the Orientals here, and 
the Conservatives, who had everything 
to do with it. Mr. Shepherd, who is one 
of my opponents, says he stands for 
total exclusion, and If he has spoken 
here I presume he has repeated that. 
I say to you that if Mr. Shepherd had 
the power and could exclude the Asi­
atics it is more than his party ever was 
able to do, more than his party ever 
tried to do, and, besides this, that it is 
something that the corporation influ­
ences which are backing himself and 
his party in this campaign would not 
allow him to do.

“As regards -the Japanese question, 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier has settled the mat­
ter with the Japanese authorities in a 
sensible, statesmanlike way. 
effectual settlement. I learn from the 
immigration officials that this day 
twelvemonth there were 140 Japanese 

their way to Canada. To-day there 
are four Japanese en route here, and 
these four are women, coming to join 
their husbands. (Applause.) There can­
not be any Japanese labor imported in­
to Canada without the express consent 
of the government at Ottawa. In an­
swer to a question I put last session, 
it was stated in the House that since 
the settlement the only application for 
tl.e admisison of Japanese labor was 
made by the C. P. R., and it was turned 
down. (Applause.) I repeat, and I can­
not emphasize it too strongly, that 
every request made by labor to the Lib­
eral government has been answered, 
while every request made to a Conser­
vative administration was Ignored.”

One of these requests had been that 
work on public contracts and in the 
manufacture of public supplies should 
be carried on under fair conditions, and 
at reasonable wages. These contracts 
during the Conservative regime were 
given to friends and favorites to the 
extent sometimes of $25,000 at a time, 
without tender, and tens of thousands 
of dollars’^ worth of supplies had been 
bought from party friends who sub-let 
the contracts to the sweating dens of 
the east.' Women and children had 
manufactured supplies for the govern­
ment of Canada at sweat shop wages, 
political favorites receiving the benefit 
of their under-paid work. Appeals to 
the Conservative government to stop 
this were made in vain.

Laurier government came in the matter 
was brought to its notice, and within 
two years it was made impossible to 
sub-let contracts, and fair conditions 
and wages were stipulated for. (Ap­
plause.)

Lemieux Act.
The Lemieux Act was another in­

stance of good legislation for the 
masses of the people. In every instance 
where its provisions had been applied 
the workingmen had got benefit from 
it, and that without the loss of time 
and money occasioned by a strike.

“Strikes are not in the interests of 
the workers,” declared Mr. Smith with 
conviction. “For ten years that I was 
agent of the miners’ union there was 
not five minutes’ time lost In strikes. 
(Cheers.) Every strike in a mine has 
to be paid for by the miner; the mine 
owners do not; foot the bill. It is the 
man who starves himself when he goes 
back to work who has to pay. I am op­
posed to strikes. They are not in the in­
terests of the people. (Hear, hear.) 
Some labor leaders do not agree with 
that view, but I hold it firmly, both as 
between man and man and nations. 
When men speak to me about equip­
ment of armies and navies to fight 
other nations, I am loath to vote for 
such appropriations.

“We do not want to spend money on 
such things. This is a great Industrial 
country, and we should spend money to 
develop it as such. (Hear, hear.) 
Reasonable expenditure on protection 
we must have, but warfare is not a 
question (n Canada. If we have to give 
money for that purpose let us give it 
to Great Britain, which has already 
the equipment, but in this country it is 
our business to spend our money in the 
development of enterprises, and we 
ought to stand for the principles of in­
ternational peace and arbitration.

“Because I stand for that principle 
among nations I stand for it between 
workers and masters. Socialists and 
others go about preaching that there 
can be no connection betwen employer 
and employed, that they have no in­
terests in common, that their every in­
terest is opposed. That is not a correct 
principle nor honest teaching. (Hear, 
hear.) The Socialists disseminate the 
doctrine that the worst enemy of the 
worker is his employer. The men who 
work honorably for their employer and 
the employers who consider their men’s 
best interests as well as their own pro-, 
duce this result, that they secure a 
larger production and a larger profit 
for each party.” (Applause.)

Immigration Policy.
Dealing with the government’s immi­

gration policy, Mr. Smith spoke of the 
value of populating the middle west 
and thus creating a home market for 
the products of other provinces. The 
policy of the Liberal government had 
been to give the land to settlers; the 
policy of the Conservative party was to 
give the land to corporations and make 
settlement Impossible.
