€olonies.

(The Colonits and India.)
It isnesrly sixteen years since Lord Gran-
ville last held the important position of Secre-
itary of State for the colonies, and in this fact
is probably found one of the ‘best guarantees
that the interests of thoee widespread portions
of the British Empire will not be lightly deait
with now that'he has once ‘mere resumed the
duties of that post. * For, although it must be
confessed that the appointment has been view-
ed with grave suepicion, by resson simply of
| the miscarriage that attended Lord Granville’s
{share in the recent negotiations with Germany
in respect of New Guinea and the South Sea
Islands on the one hand, and of South Afrlca
on the other, yet that mistake itself, combined
with the epormous development which the
