QUEBEC CATASTROPHE MAY MEAN A SERIES

OF INSURANCE SUITS AGGREGATING $112,500

/
(Montreal Standard.)

One of the large accident insurance
companies will likely feel severely the
Quebec Bridge catastrophe.

Insurance men today are speculating
upon the extent to which this con-
cern is interested, it being generally
admitted that one company carries all
the insurance.

Work such as was being done by the
workmen on the Quebec Bridge is con-
sidered risky for the contractors, and
it is usual before undertaking such a
contract for employers to take out a
policy for a stated amount, in order
that they may be secure in case they
are sued by the family of a workman,
or several, who might be Kkilled, or
badly injured, during erection.

While some of the large concerns
carry regular policies, not all are so
protected, or, if they are, when under-

! taking such a large contract as that

of the Quebec Bridge it is customary
to take cut a special policy.

Having this policy the contractors
are freed from all legal responsibility
in case of accident to the workmen,
The insurance company taking the

business assumes all legal responsibil-
ity.

As a rule the limit carried by con-
tractors on an ordinary large job is
$10,000, but around town it’is thought
that the contractors building the bridge
must have been better protected, and
one insurance man thought that it was
|likely they were fully $15,000 above this
glimit, placing their protection at $25,-
000.

Even should it be a fact that they
are protected to this extent, they would
not be sufficiently covered to lose noth-
{ing by the claims which will prokably
be put in by the relatives of the men
carried to their death Thursday after-
noon.

THE AVERAGE AMOUNT.

The average amount sued for in cased
of this nature is $1,500 each man. Tak-

SOME VERY STRANGE FOODS.

With a lively imagination anything
is conceivable. Even no vegetables. At
first, no doubt, it would be very trying
rather nasty, and extremely'unhealthy,
and if, under vegetables, one were for-
ced to include cerels, the plight of the
community would be dire in the ex-
treme.

There would, of
course, be numberless preparations oft
proteids, in powder aud otherwise,
which would be dredged over, or other-
wise mixed with food; then we should
have to cultivate a taste for insects,
not a difficult thing when the primary
dislike is overcome. There is Biblical
authority and precedent for locusts and
wild honey, and in many parts of the
words slugs, caterpillars and wasp-
grubs are largely eaten and enjoyed. It
is only a matter of habit. The . Chin-
ese, by the way, eat, among other hor-
rid things, both marine and fresh-wa-
ter leeches. . .

A tried and excellent Boar prepara-
tion is worth mentioning — biltong, to
wit, which is strips of springbox veni-
son, or beef, the former for choice,
dried in the sun, and egraped or grated
as and when required..

Other African travellers are
loud in their praise of ‘“elephant car-
bonajes,”’ also hippopotamus steak, and
a fowl cooked, native fashion, in clay.

The din-
ner was most successful, but it is not
on record that the worm in question
has been extensively cultivated.

ROASTED WORMS.

In the West Indies the local gour-
mets are rather proud of their palm-
worms, which are roasted before a wood
fire on tiny spits and richly spiced.
They are said to be a great delicacy,
and to have a flavor entirely their own.

Wasp-grubs friéd 'in butter are al-
leged to be very good and most nutri-
tious. ‘They should be baked in the
comb, and as they feed upon a sort of
honey drawn from flowers and fruits,
there seems to” bé no particular rea-
son why they should not be rather suc-
culent. Ants crushed in a mortar, and
the strained liquid mixed with water
and sugar, is a favorite drink in Bra-
zil. It is very similar to lemonade, and
this need not be wondered at, because
formic acid is know to be akin in fla-
vor to citric acid.

The Japanese eat cockchafers, and
the Chinese are ‘fond of the chrysa-
lides of silk-worms, after the silk has
been wound* offa*they fry them and
season with pepper, salt and vinegar.
The Zulus fin@'m¥ich delight in'locusts, {
both raw and cooked, and it is a quite
usual sight when the locusts swarm
over and abdutia kraal ‘to see the
natives catch them by the handful,
crush them betwgen’the palms, and eat
them with gusto.

Bugong cakes would seem to be a
native Australian delicacy. They are
made from a species of butterfly which
at certain seasons of the year swarm
upon the slopes of the Bugong Moun-
tains. Fires are lighted under the trees
upon which the butterflies have set-
tled, and, suffodafed by the smoke, the¥
drop to earth, The bodies are pound-
ed into - pulp “and made into cakes,
whic¢h have a very pungent odor, and
they. have the undésirable effect of |
making the eimter very ill indeed for
several days, but if the diet be perse- |
vered in the unpleasant symptoms pass
away, and the invalids digest them
well and become exceedingly fat. So
much for bugong.

APPETIZING SNAKES.

Snakes are by no means to be des-
pised as appetizing and nourishing
food—not the cobra, or the mamba,
but an equally poisonous sort, namely,
the rattlesnake. A banquet in which
every course consisted of rattlesnake
was served to the guests at the wed-
ding anniversary of Mr. and Mrs. Os-
trander, of Montana. Rattlesnake broth
was followed by rattlesnake fritters,
boiled rattlesnake, roasted rattlesnake,
rattlesnake hash, and creamed rattle-
snake., The result is not known.

In New Caledonia, New Guinea, and
in the Malay Archipelago the consump-
tiop of earth as food is comparatively
common. In Java and Sumatra a cer-
tain kind of clay undergoes a prelim-
inary preparatien, being mixed with
water, reduced to paste, and the sand
and other hard substances removed.
The clay is then made into small tab-
lets or cakes about as thick as a lead
pencil, and baked in an iron saucepai.
When this process is over the cake of
earth resembles a piece of dried pork.
The Javanese eat small figures roughly
modelled from clay, made to imitate
animals, birds, or men.

Lastly, as the most incdigestible food
imaginable, it must suffice to refer
briefly to coal. Dr. Emile Fischer, who
a few years ago won the Nobel prize
for chemistry, emphatically declares
that coal is edible. He has made an
extract of coal, and finds that this ex-
tract has the same nutritive qualities
as beefsteak or esgs. He even goes
further and hints that under proper
supervision this might be made the
food of the future.

NEW YORRK, Bept. 3—A second
Johann Hoch,the police believe has been
discovered in Henry Hoffmann, the
burglar who was killed while attempt-
ing to rob Charles Varrell's flat early
last Friday morning.

The police on Saturday declared that
Hoffmann was the murderer of Sophy
Heckler,a servant girl found dead Aug-
ust 3, and tonight they announce the
belief that he also murdered Mrs.
TLena Schum, who was killed in Brook-
lyn, August 20. It is possible, they de-
clare, that Hoffmann was also guilty
of some of the other mysterious mur-
ders which occurred about the same
time.

The detective who has been at work
on the Schum case is positive that
Hoffman killed the woman. Amopg the
jewelry found in the room Hoffman
had occupled for some time before he
was killéd were several pieces which
were today positively identified as the
property of Mrs. Schum, also a key to
Mrs. Schum’s flat. Samuel Weinbersg,
a tailor, today identified Hoffman’s
body as that of a man who went to
his shop one day after Mrs. Schum was
killed with a blood-stained coat which
he wanted cleaned. Hoffman explained
that he had been in a fight the night |
before and had been badly battered
up, although he showed no signs of it,
according to Weinberg.

Hoffman’s method, like that of Hoch,
the police say, was to make the ac-
quaintance of women of his own na-
tionality and by pretending to desire
to marry them secure the opportunity
of robbing and, if necessary, Killing
them.
