HALIFAX, June 12.—Attorney Gen­
eral Longley, president of the Nova 
Scotia Historical Society, has received 
a telegram from the state department, 
Washington, announcing that a United 
States warship will be at Annapolis 
on June 20, to take part In the tercen­
tenary celebration of the landing 
there of De Monts, on June 1st, 1604. 
That expedition of De Monts was the 
first for colonization purposes in what 
is now British North America. The 
British flagship Ariadne will be there 
for the celebration and so will be the 
French cruiser Troude, permission hav­
ing been secured to land armed Jack 
tars from the American and French 
warships, who with the British will 
form a joint international guard of 
honor.

11 res, but have found no trace of HALIFAX, June 13.—'The oil tank 
steamer Pennoil, from Rotterdam 
bound for Philadelphia, reached port j 
this afternoon with broken rudder post 
and reporting a very hard experience 
in mid-ocean a week ago today. At 
the height of a heavy gale, when 460 
miles southeast of Halifax, the mis- 1 
hap occurred. The steamer became , 
unmanageable, and if assistance could 
have been secured the captain would 
gladly have availed himself of it, but 
there was none in sight and Captain 
Volga set to work with his engineers 
to effect repairs. A piece of angle iron 
was fastened to eaxih side of the rud­
der and a cross piece was attached to 
it, from which a four inch steel haw­
ser was connected with the steering 
gear through the hawse pipes at each 
side of the ship. This was done with 
a heavy sea breaking over the men. 
With this temporary contrivance the 
captain was able safely to steer the 
steamship to port. The Pennoil will 
likely go into dry dock.
