Mr. Ritchie was not satisfied with the explana-
tion. This was 3 very grave question; one that
was agitating the counties of Queen's, Albert, and
Westmoreland, and involving ihe rights of many
persons.  The question of mining had but recently

cut timber ; they could not sue trespassers,
Government could proceed ngwinst them by seizing
the timber when cut.
