The absence of libraries from
our homes and Sabbath-schools bodes no
good to intelligence or piety.

Begin at once, and let them
grow. A small well-selected library will
save many a boy from ruin-save him to
manlivess, virtue and piety.

Standard works should be selected ;
books which will teach the children how
to think, and inspire them to pure
thoughts and acts. Books are worth
more than gold. Get books for your
boys and girls rather than money or
clothes, for good books are worth more
than money or clothes.—8t. Louis Advo
cale.
