Chicago, Dec. 26.—Details of the
plan for a $500,000,000 merger of the
Armour, Swift and Morris interests
fn 1902, by which the government
contends it was sought to control the
meat industiy of the country, were
revealed today in the trial of the ten
Chicago packers before United States
District Judge George A, Carpenter.
The contract which was dated May 31,
1902, was read to the jury, and offer-
od in evidence by counsel for the gov-
ernment, The original agreement was
presented in court by Albert H. Veeder
attorney for Swift and Company, who
was called by the government as its
first witness.
