London, May IT.—Several letters 
from Canadian officers and men have 
been received by R. P. Houston, M.

As a re­
sult of these, Mr. Houston intends put­
ting further questions in the House 
of Commons. He will ask the Under 
Secretary for War If he has informa­
tion that during a recent fight in 
which the Canadians were temporari­
ly driven back, they were compelled 
to leave forty wounded in the barn, 
that on recapturing the position they 
found that the Germans had bayonet- 
ted all the wounded, except a ser­
geant. and that the Germans had re­
moved the figure of Christ from the vil­
lage church, crucified and fastened 
the sergeant there while alive, and 
also if crucifixion is becoming a fav­
orite practice of the enemy. Mr. Hous­
ton produced a letter from a lieuten­

ant of the Fifteenth Battalion, which 
he showed to the Montreal Guette 
correspondent,

crucified on a barn door, with bayonets 
through hie hands, feet and throat 
The writer avers that a chaplain took 
the statement, on oath, of the man 
who took down the body of the ser­
geant.

Berlin, via London* May 17—The 
American note to Germany has not 
yet been officially given out The 
afternoon papers, however, print the 
version of the document as telegraph­
ed here by the Havas Agency. With 
the single exception of the Local An­
zeiger all refrain from comment. The 
Local Anzeiger says:

“The German government certainly 
will not delay long with the answer 
requested, and probably will reply 
that in occupying Itself with its ‘sa­
cred duties’ it Is not to be disturbed 
from any side.

“That the American government 
should consider the Lusitania as a 
harmless packet-boat, without taking 
notice of the fact that It was really an 
auxiliary cruiser and an ammunition 
steamer of the British navy, appears 
to us scarcely belleveable. But the 
German answer to Washington will 
make It comprehensible to Mr. Wilson, 
in language as polite as it will be 
clear, that we must conduct the war 
as we are conducting It, ànd can con­
duct it with a clear conscience."

The Taglische Rundschau, comment­
ing on the reports that the Lusitania 
incident has caused a "growing In­
sight" In America, says:

“This insight probably will lead to 
the discovery that England really is 
the guilty party, because it took am­
munition où board a passenger stea­
mer In contravention of the American 
laws."

After quoting the statute, which It 
argues covers this point, the Rund­
schau concludes:

"According to the American laws 
the captain) of the Lusitania ought to 
go to prison."
