The perils and sufferings under-
gone in Siberian prisons have long
proved a popular subject for imagin-
ative writers; now we have the true
marrative “of a famous sclentist,
Prof. Ossendowski, who has spent
ten years in Siberia making investi-
gations into the minerals of the coun-
try, and whose disclosures concern-
ing the terrible ;hlngs he has seen
are stranger by far than fictioa.

.On one of his expeditions the pro-
fessor fell in with two convicts, whom
he befriended and made his servants.
These men were named Hak and Sien-

ko, and they were_experienced crim- |

inals who, after the tortures and per-
secutions undergone in prison, were
sworn enemies of soclety, They had
already escaped from jail several
times, and they and their kind were
forced to seek refuge in the forests,
living like wild beasts. Every soldier
was authorized to kill escaped con-
victs, and received a money reward
for each one taken of slain.

““A recaptured prisoner was mark-
ed for all time,” Prof. Ossendowski
declares in “Man and Mystery in
Asia.” ‘““Hak showed us these stig-
mas. They consisted of circles and
triangles burnt with hot irons on his
breast and shoulders, and some were
80 deeply burned that one could see
the barely-covered ribs. Sienko had
other marks; his nostrils were slit
and his ear was notched. Every
Russian citizen meeting men with
such marks had the right to kill
them."”

On one occasion when the professor
was out shooting he remarked to Hak
that he wished they had brought a
knife, whereupon the escaped convict
declared: ““A knife? I can give that
to you.” “Saying this,”” the author
declares, “he put his hand to his

They
were chosen by the administration
from among the most debased of the
prisoners, and were placed in separ-
ate quarters, as in the common ones
they would have been instantly killed
by the convicts.

The prisoners under this reign of
terror soon became like beasts; those
who escaped roamed Siberia, their
principal weapons being axes, which
they wielded with great dexterity,
and which were ever ready to crushk
the skull of any pursuer.

When the Bolshevik revolution oe-
curred most of these convicts were
called upon by the Bolsheviks, ae-
cording to the author, and placed at
the head of the revolutionary tribu-
nals. Half-beasts as they were, they
carried out the sentences on society
with the same brutality that had
been shown to them by the represea-
tatives of the Czar.
