Oo hus arrival at  Laserpool, he
waited upon the owoe's, and preseated his
credestials, He was m st gracicusly receis-
éd, and every facil ty was afiorded hum to as-
certaio what be needed or de-ired to kaow.

1t was evident to the lieutenaot that the
friends of Mr. Maitlasd, in Liverpol, ap-
preciated that gep'lemac. ‘Tbe utmost de-
ference was paid by them to every suggestion
that Hargreve sentured to make, avd . they
finally took bum on board the ba:que, to exam-
ine ber in dock.

n the great city Icutta, there dwelt
at this tine ooe Sedd Rajub, a member of
the order of Blysya, or mercaatile fraternity,
in India, whose wealth was uutold, andl whose
consequence among bis associates was very
great. - Rsjib was 2 old man, sixty,
snd bis y bad been accumu'ated ia the
previous ba'f century by his communication
=ith the Portugese, and afterwards with
British residents 1a Caicutta, Madras and
Bombey.

Rajab was surrounded bv a borde of sood-
ras, who came and weut at his back or call
with mh ishing .hcntyo‘f . This lmnta-nm' is
aow the one ex of society m Jodia,
-nly.alli'mh 3. f,!‘m.‘ul:
former tidhes, theré were four ar five distioct
classes, oc castes, in society—at Brabmuvs,
Kyetra, or Rajaputs, Bbysya, or Vaisa Sood-
ras and Parias. Since the French and
English bave settled among this people, not-
withstanding tbeir intense attachmeot to
the ancient usages of their land and satious,
certain modifications baye taken place, from
'ime to time—until now there are but two
ciasses, the upper and lower, recoguizable as
distinct castes.

Rajab’s style of living was luxuriovs, and
there was really no end to Ins wealth and
expenditure. In the earlier days of the
Portuguese and French settlemeats in Todia,
be bad been among the most successful of
the native traders; and vp to  within a few
years of the time when we now spesk of bim,
be was very largely inverested in the must pro-
fitable trade of that did country.

The men are notorious
for tbeir shrewdness, frugality, avd generous
maovers, snd probably, while no country
on the g'obe affords equal faciaties for the
amassing of weslth, so no other people equal
this io their tact and readiness in a-quiring it.
The introduction of civilization amoug
them—though it carried with it mifold
evils—gave the patives an immense impulse,
aod for a jong series of years bo hforeigoers
and residen's got rapidly rich, by the chaoges
thet occurred.

Sedd Basjab bad been one of the foremost
of tis thriving race. It 13 well known that
at Calcu'ta the society is of 1he gaye:t aod
most splendid character. The dwellings of
the h'gher classes are handsome, and the
bosprrality of both Mu<su'mas avd ewigrast
is proverdial, the world over. The entire
absence, at that period, of public hous-s of
avy sort, rendered this feeliog in the com-
