Tuoe Floavelal decretary,
balore eulering on the dutles of his office,
8981l give a bond, with &t leust twoapproved
sareties, in such an smoaut &3 the branch
may determine,

A slmilar rule app'ies tothe Branch Treas
urer; and, be-ides, he shalt dep sy, In the
mame of the Branch. 10 such bank or safe
deposit company as ths Branch may dirsct,
all monsys recolved by him from the Finan-
eial “ecretary

Tone next refers to the appointment of
Medical Examiners I need not dwell on
the importance of €xcreising the greatest
oare (o pelee ing thessofiorrs, On thelr care
Jul and minute examination of thaapplicact
dupends, as our supervising Madical Kxam-
iner kays 1o his lasl report, the protesiion of
‘‘the Association from the admisslon of un-
sound risgs” Mediear Examioers sp-
pointed hy Branches must ha spproved by
tne Ruapervisivg Medical Kxaminer before
shey con rel for any Braoncu.

In tnis connection I may eall your atten.
t'on 10 the following: 'he applicant who
presenis himself tefore a Medleal Examiner
rhall. for the examinat , pay one doliar
wod fifiy cants 10 Medioal kxamiver, who
rhall jorward fifly c2nta ) the Supervising
Medicsl Examiver wben the mealcal certi
ficates are rorwarded (or supervision tais
places on tpe Wedlcal Kxaminer. and not the
Branch, the responsibiiity of collesting h's
own and tne Supervisor’s fees, and forwa d
ing the latter

Besides thera constitutional changes,
which, a3 I have said, should go into «flsct
at ouch, there ara a few olther poulats on
wileh I wish to off'sr kome sdvice.

The * opening csremoules” of the Ritusl
ghould never be omitted. Our mestings are
netmere financial gatrerirgs, but meo tngs
for the purpose of cultivatiug frateroal feel-
ipg apd “Onristian unlor Toe opeulng
earemonies place these ot jectsclearly hefore
us; sand should be religiously carried out.
Ju another clrenlar which I propose address
ing to Distriet Deputies I sha'i ask tnewm 1o
look carefully after this maiter.

All Broths(s should esdsavor to attend
the meetings of thelr Branches, If at all pos
ble o do 80, The practice of sending
dues and assessuents” by ®ome ons eiso
i8 contrary vo the spirit of our Associat'on ;
and {8 to »ne condcmned. Unavoldable
sbaspces will cecur, and shouid cartainy
be excused; but a practice of sbsenting
one's self from all meetings, or from a large
pumber of them, and of making payments
by another hand, 18 not of the spirit of the
C. M. B A ,andshould be aradicated.

Lestly, 1 wouald eall the attention of
Marsha'sto & very important part of their
duty. I need not particularize, It is a
delicats work to perform ; but ail officers in
thelr ifnstaliatior bind themselves 1o carry
out their c¢utles ** houesily, faithfully, fm-
partially, Rud without fearor fuvor.” Much
geod has besn done Lo Branches and to in.
dividual members by the Marshal’s timely
interferencs.

I have now, Er)ithers, put before you the
chief points which, [ think, clalm our
attention just now, There are other mate
ters on whicn [ amn sure youn are anxious to
hear from the Exrcutive B ard of the
Canada Grand Council =malters relating to
esrtala acstion of the Graud Uouncil at 1ts
1ast meeiing in Montreal. I muay sasy that
on these mutiers you wiil A180 newr from me
soor, A joint mee'ing of the Bupreme Board
of Trustees and tne Canada Grand Council
Tiustees wili be held In Turonto on the 25ih.

Supreme Constitation.

AR11CLE ViIL—CHANCELLORS—SECTION
I.—Supreme or Gisad Chsucellors sy
alwsys have & seat.and volca bat no vote
in this Couretl, urlese they are at the time
holding an elective cflice in this Counct!,
or Reprecentative hereto,

Tas foregolng was a port of the conatitu.
tlonsl regula'ious of the Catholis Matual
Bencfit Association st the time of the late
Supreme Council Cinvention,

Notwithstanding this wa find that the
Suprem~ Caansellor, wno did not hold an
elective office, snd was not & representative
to said convention, was allowed to vote;
and when his right to voie was ques
tioned by Brotber O'Meara, one ot the
members of the Comwmittes oa Lawas,
Supreme President Mulrollsnd ruled
that tae Supreme Coeaceilor occupying
the chair ia the coavention bad a rignu
toa vote! Tue coustitution says he had
not & right to vote, but the Supreme
Presidant says he has; and the mewmbers
of the convention, strange (0 say,
trampled on the consuitution 10
uphold the Presldent’s decislon ! and thsn
adopted en amendment giviog all Snoreme
Chagesllors a vots lu the Bupzems (‘Hua
cii, How can the Supreme Council
eXpect branches to comply with the con
stitutional reguistions when the SBuprems
Coupel! clficers themselves violats the
corstitutlon o cuch a manner ?

We do not at sll objest to the Supreme
Chazeellor Jn the chalz being allowed &
vote, bat what we conteud is that, when
the coustitutlon sald he had not a vote,
no ru/lug of the Sapreme Prestaent conld
give bim a vote, ‘l'oe Sapreme Pies'deat
bas mot power “to wake or amead nuy
lawofthe C M. B A"

What ao easy way to manufecture votes
The time may come when the votes of
ibe Supreme Chancellcrs alome will outnam
ber the votes of the Repressctatives of
toe Grand Counclls, and a state of things
exist at the Supreme C)unell cruvestiou
by which irresponsiole men could huve
the controllieg vower, Of courss there is
uo harm st sl 12 thls, 80 long as thero are
no Supreme Coancellors la Canade  Oar
United Buates brothera can be trasted ; they
vote on every quesilon for the good of
tho whoie organizsiiop, ot at least for the
good of New York, aud when the Gracd
Uourell of Canada asks or petitious for
whbat the Rapreceatativea of tue branches
in Canada by aa unanimous vote cons!der
for thelr bevefir, and for waat the const!
tution gives them aright to petidon, those
good U. 8, brotters vell them, “ 021, ws
know what {8 for your good, bstrer thau
you do yourselve:; beiter than your
Geand Splettusl Adviser, your clergy,
your Gaad Couacil offizers, and your
Beunch Rspresentatives, and if the coasut
tution heretofore allowed you the right
t) peltion for sometblog that, If granied
would materinlly leescn vae cosz of C M
B A, iasurance to the members in Canaae,
and proporiiopstely incresve tuat of New
Yoik Suate, we must legally or illegelly
elfminate that part of our constitution ;
legaily, if we can, bat if wa cannot do at
legally we will elfminate it anyoow !

Separate Bencfleiary Jacisdiction,

At the late Sapreme Couacil convention
the eectiona relating to Separate Beneficl-
ary were by a majority vole eliminated from
the coveitution, We are satidfied that
the mavner in which thls was dene was
tilegal and unconstitutlonsl ; and in this
we are supported by the hightest legal
authority, In fact, we donot bellevo tnat
the members of the Supreme Commlitiee
on Laws themselvas constder this acilon of
the Sapreme Conventlon eonstitutional.

Sectlon 1, Ar.dela 17, of Sapreme Const's
tatlon, says: “ No new law or smeund
mont sball be pased by sald Councll
except by unanimous vote, unlesa thte
samo has been duly coneidered by Grand
Csucell and Branches under its jartsdic-
tlon.  Oae objectlon to the adop'ion of
sald law oramer d ment refors the same back
to Grand Couvclls and Branches for their
considerat’'oa ; rame to be reported back
and actod on at the ucxt regalas sosion
of this Couocll,”

Now, we are positive that the “ striking
out of the Separate Benejiciary section” was
not duly considered by whe Grand Couvetl
and Branches, Tha constitution does not
ray, unless consideied by one or tws Grand
Counclls and Brauches ; itsays by * Grsnd
Councils and Bratches under its jarisdic
tlon,” mearing thereby all Geana Coan-
cils uuder 1's jurlsdictlon. No other
legal cocs ructlon can be placed on thls

article, If there can, then we have no
U, M. B, A. constitutional protection
whatever. ‘'he Supreme sollcitor belng

opposed to Sepsrate Benehiiary, was no
reason why sach an uncovstitutlonal
action should be taken by the Sapreme
Qounell.

The Separate Beneficlary sections were
in every constitution of the C M B A,
since Its formation ; yet we are toid that
“ those who started the assoclation, those
who framed fts first coustliution, wers
opposed to the principle of Saparae
Beneficlary and never intended 1t to coms
into effect!” What ridlculcus nonseuss.
Those who make such statements might
jrt as well tell us that the framers of our C,
M. B. A. conetltution and the revisers of
said constitution up till Ostober, 1890,
were either children or fools, If those
gentlemen were opposed to the principle
of Sepaiate Beueficlary, could they not
very easlly have left 1t out of the consti-
tutfon, there beicg no one then to oppose
them ?

Wae are also fold that the * Aucient

jarlsdiction o secordsnce with constitu.
tional provislors; and at the late conven.
tion of the Grand Councll of Csnads the
representatives of six thoueand C. M. B,
A. members were, we may say, vnavl-
mously in favor cf a Separate Boueficiary
for Canada. Oar representatives to the
Supreme Conventiou duly presented our
petition, and were met by an snswer in
purport ae foliows :

% We have such a fraternal feellog for
our Canadlan brothers that wa will not
only not grant your petition but we will
relleve yon of the trouble of ever sg:in
petitloning for sach a thiog ; besldes, wa
bave a petition bere from one of your
branches in Canada, contalning abonut
thlity five membere, cgainst our grantleg
your request ; snd, of course, we 1aust, {u
the language of the opposers of Home
Rala for Irelond, * protect the minoe-
ity !”

y()u Unlted S'ates brathran may en
deavor to juetify thelrection ; but as snch
action waa not offensive ard nhjectionable
to the 140 bravches aud 6 000 wmembers,
cleriesl sud lav, In Cronda, we cannot ree
how It can be just!fied, no raaiter whether
we be in favor of a Scparate Bencficlary
or not,;

We ere told that % the Shparate 'Bene
ficiary Sectlon might jaet a8 well bs ont of
thae Constitution, as tue Sapreme Couaci!
would never geant this to Canada so lorg
as the United S:atea were the gatners;
and even if sald sections wera not legally
sty 13k out at the lawt Sapram= Uonven:
tiou, the Sapreme Counnetl could at vext
convention legally eliminate them ; 80 that
Cenada wmust eitner enbmic to it, or, fol.
lowing the example of ‘ the sinkers of the
e+ 1 Boston harbor,’ declare its lndepen
dence.”

Thuls §a exactly the state cf sffsirs,
Canada muat elther submlit t4 belng con
tinnally * snabbed” by the Ualted States
mnjority vote, or strike out for ftself with
“Total Separation.”

Reserve Fand.

It is & truism taat *“no man is hon
pster than he shon'd te;” therefore
the Sopreme end Grand Presidents of
the C. M B A.coms uader this general
rule, The Suprems Recorder, Supreme
Tressurer, Suprem’ Trastees, Graad
Sasretaries, Grand Treasnera aud Geand
Trustees, are obliged by the counstitu
tion to mive bonds, alihough some of
those officars—Grand Trastees, tor in-
stauca—seldom or never handle any of
tha association’s mouney,

Ry gome means the Rezerve Find
Article hes bheen chavged, 85 that {nstead
of one of the trustee: who {8 under boude,
havirg pors2aeion of the Raserve Fuod
prlor to depositing it in bank, sald fand fs
by secilon 5 of Raeerve 1"and Artlelas, now
constituticn, plsced in the hards of
Sapreme and Grand Preeldents, who are
not under bonds,  The Tzeasurer of the
council is, per order, to remlit to the

Preaident of the eouacll the Reserve
Find money by drafta payable
to the order of the Board of

Truatees of tho council, The Prestdent on
recolpt of sald drsfc “shall eudorae the
same and procura the endorsement of ths
trusters ” Then what? The constitn.
tlon saye, he shall deposit I, eic. 1Ila
may do &0, or he may not ; “ we trust to
his honesty.” Then whv not trust ts the
honcs'y of those other officars (equally a2
honest a0 far a8 we know) and not exuet
bouds from them ¢ Porhepathe chalrman
of the committes that complled the new
constitution, and who, we are {6farmad, {a
Gracd Prosident of Naw Yotk Geaod
Oouncil, ean explaln why so {mportant a
metter was ovarlooked,

Onar contemporary, the C M. B A. Weekly,
returned to tne subjict of Separate Beuns-
ticiary last week. and claimed that, out of
reepect to the wish of Grana Presldent Mac-
Cabe, It has heretofore refraloed from dis-
cussing the po!nts of diffarence batween the
Suprems Couuncil and the Grand Council of
Cavada. If we mistakenot,the Weekly has
for a long tima persistently opposed the
principle of SBeparats Beneficlary; in fec
almost every 1ssue of that journal contalus
some reference Lo the subj:ct, combating the
principle from every polnt of view and say-
ing unkind things of Canadian Brothers
who hold the opinion that each Grand Coun-
cll should pay its own baneficlary assess-
ments. Thisbsing the case, our friend can-
not, it seems to us, make good the claim
that he has ovserved silence at the request
of the Grand President. It is, indeed, his
non-observance of President MacCabe’s re-
quest that has brought om the discussgion ;
and now thal we ara 1uto it, he seems L0 re-
gret that the slorin has been raulsed, 11ttls
thinking that he himsel f has been the cause
thereol. We would agaln suggest to the
ediior of the I}eekly that If he deslres to
uphold the principls of centralization he
should cease publishing statistics, for the
more deeply he delves Into figures the more
surely will he wreck his side of the case.

We feel constrained to refer to another
matter Jealt with In last week's lssue of the
Weekly. Oar contemporary says :

**Oonsldered as the governing bodv of a
groat Catholiec Mutual Benefit association
there should not be any such political ques
1lons ralsed as Americaus or Canaoians; the
representatives of the several conneclls ars
Bupposed to meet apon egnal terms ; the 1o-
tereet of each are like Lo advauce the mutual
Interests of each from a Catholle svand
point. ehould there be any local legislation
in the etates, proylness or countries that re
quaire fpacial ruies or concesslons not incon-
sistent wita the gensral laws of tha . M. B,
A. they should ba made saad ennceded and
every arraugement poisibie entered inuo
aau faltnfaly kKept 1orue good of the whole,
Lhat there may be no cause for complainy
auywhere against the administration of the
laws of the C M. B A. W= believe the

Order of United Workmen,” and other
similar Associations, have been miured|
in the United States by allowing * Sep |
arale Beneficiary ;7 and figures are|
quoted to show thatin “ New York State !
the agsesements in the*A O U W 'u:‘o!
much higher than they would be if there |
had been no Separate Beneficiary juris.
diciion allowed.” This is true; but the
same societies in Canada have been
greatly benefited in many ways by being
financiallv separats from the Uaited
Sates, The assessments of the * A, O
U, W aro vot one hulf as high per
annum in Qanada as in New York State,
No stronger argument could beadvancad
in favor of Soparate Beneficiary for the

1 C.M B A, in Crnada,

Tho fact ts, had Canada received more
monoy for beneficlaries of decoried mom
be g than ic sent to the Uatted States, or
bad Now York Siate pald more than it
veceived for beneficiaries, the Separate
Baveficlary eections would vever bave Leen
elimlnated.

Kor the pest threo conventions Canada
has petitioned for a Separate Bereficlary

Bupreme Council hwss from ita very firsy,
organization songht to av wnts, and no fale
minded or nopejadicsd iavestigator of the
transactious ol 1he Supreme Cuneeil of the
C. M. B. A, can fiud wny clreumsiances gov-
erniog its caRrest Lhal would lead thews 1O &
diffsrent coneiusion.”

It will be eeeu from the above that the
claim is made that the Supreme Counc!! has
always soted in the most frieadly and im-
partial manner in L8 deallngs with the sev.
eral Grand Counells,  Our friend geems to
have & liking for the dlecussion of polnts
that would lead, If we may use the term, to
a breach of the peaco, Wo might nere ask,
How comes 1t that a Canadlan has never yet
bsen given the Supreme Presldency? The
honor travels about regularly bstween New
York, Pennsylvania aasd Michigan, and
when Canada more than once sought the
vositlon s deelded refusal met her every |
time, It may becinimed that the Qinadiacs '
were not rejocted beecanse they were Uanas
dliny, but because they were on other '
grounds not acceptable. For the sake of
argument wo will concsde this polat; but, |
while dolng 0, we will ask the ques fon, |
How comes it that, t“ow the iuception of
the organlzation up to the time of the hold-
ing of the Cleveland coavention, only two

Canadians held cffizes that wou'd qunllryl
them for the Presidency ? Who, we may
ask, s to blame for this? Surely not tue
OCanadians! Having in ten yesrs given
them but two eleciive ofices, our American
friends certalnly did nol have an exiens.ve
Canndiun representation from wilen to
select u pre:idiog officer. The hobor may
come to Caonda some time ; bat of ore thing
we are positively cartain, that if a Caoadian
be elected he must first qualify himself by
heing out of touch with the Graad Counc:l of
Cauada.
