There is one more point te be
touched upon, and it is one of vast
importance, 88 it may almost be said
to underlie the whole subjeot now
before us, It is 8 subject by itself,
worthy indeed of most prayerful
consideration, and yeot ome which
affects all charitablo ohjeots. It is
the duty, imperative upon all true
Christians, of *systematic almagiv-
ing.

We find two great contrary forces
in the world, equally opposed to
that spiri of true liberality which
ought to inflaence the tervants cf
the Liord.

These forces are the Jove of money
and the love of luxory; the one is
in the heart of the miser, the other
in that of the speadthrift.

It does not seem needful npon an
ocossion like the present to onter
into any lengthy discussion upon
the desirability of con!ributing to
any particular special fands, nor as
to the best arrangement for Paro-
chial Aesociations on behalf of Mis~
sions, or of Guilds for particular
Colonial Dioceses ; and it may be
well to have it ever presest in our
minds that the Sceiety for the Pro-
pagation of the Gospol in Foreigo
parts is our oldest Society for Tor-
eign Missions, and the ono which its
it charter and constitution is more
distimctly than any other organisa
tion tho agent of our Church for that
work, and it is bound 1o have
amongst its Vioo Presidents all the
Bishops of our Church who have
Dioceses in this country, and to haye
for its President the Archibisop of
Centerbury.

To such persons a3 have urgent
oalls to contribute to thbis or that
special fund, it wou'd be well to
give a ocaution that it is not expedi.
ent 10 divert subscriptions from the
general fund of S.P.G.; but that
what is given to spoeial fundsshould
be something in addition to what has
been contributed tothe general fund.

The Church Missionary Society
bhas for many years been doing a
great work espeoially in Africa and
India. Other Secietios and various
agencies aro aotive in the same great
oause, We may well pray for God's
blessing upon all ; but itseems as if,
after all, The S5.P.&., from its very
constitulion, i8 the Society which,
being upon no pariy lines, ought to
claim the support of every loyal
member of our Church who desires
to havo the Gospel in all its fulness
proclaimed throughout the world.

MISSION WORK AT CONSTAN-
TINOPLE,

Canon Curtis's work at Constan-
tinople is of various kinds, An
English ocongregation, Roglish
strangers in hospitals and prisons,
Eoglish eailors, and . waits and
atrays of many nationalities are
benefitted by his ministrations and
kindly oare, The conversion of
Turks in Constantinople is, we need
soarcely say, extromely rare, In
fuot, the daugersto which aconvert
is exposed renier it almost impos.
sible. Yet Canon Cartis oan gend
us news of two reoent baptisme.:—

* For & long time past it bas been
my ocustom fo receive on the last

two days of eiach week Turkish
stadents and clerks whe have come
to me for instruction in Ianguage
acnd in religion respoctively. I am
happy to report the baptism of two
on Septomber 20th, Both had been
brought to me by Noury, whom I
had baptized in 1885, and who hag
been acting a8 a Missionary among
his own countrymen, as well as &
Mission agent among our British
merchant seamen, Both of them
have at my requnest written down
their reasons for wishing to embrace
Christianity.

The following ie one of these de.
olarations, the other being in a
similar strain:

‘Iam a native of Cyprus, and a
Mugilman Turk. My name is Mas:
taphs Sidki, son of Hadji Mehmed,

* Hight years sgo, when I was at
my country, Nikosis, Cypras, I
bought a Holy Bible. Although I
was & religiuse in my faith I begsn
to read it, and to investigate it. At
last I found out that there is no
other name, or any one through
whom we shall be redeemed, but
only by believing Jesus Christ's
name, whom the Father Almighty
raised up among dead, who is the
first and the last, and also He is the
Redeomer of the world, therefore
the Holy Ghost obliges me to cox-
fess my belief to the Father, to the
Son, and to the Holy Ghost,

‘ Nothing, namely, life and death
nor vain things of this world, ean
depart me from the love of God.

*Therofore 1 present you, desr
gir, my -declaration and believe
abont the faith to the Redeemer,
and-I'also am ready, and wish to

-oonfess these things before world

and gongregation, and want to be
8 member of His Church, and to
briug among the nations to Le the
Redeemer and Saviour of all men,'
