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To the Honorable the House of Assembly:

The Committee on Finance beg leave to
make this their third Report.

Your Committee remark that although this
House has represented to lis Excellency on
former occasions, in relation to the large balan-
ces outstanding in the hands of Coflectors and
Inspectors, and calling His Excellency's atten-
tion to the subject, yet they are much concerned
to find that there was a larger balance due on
