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Go home and vote

PM tells

OTTAWA (CUP) — Prime Min-
ister Pearson disputed in apress
conference today that residence
students would be disfranchised
in the coming federal election,

He was commenting on the fact
that residence students may be
required to travel home to cast
their ballots on November 8.

“Is the franchise so unimpor=
tant that they can’t go home to
vote?® he asked.

The issue arose because the
writs for the election were is=-
sued September 8 before most
students arrive on campus.

This means that they cannot
take advantage of the section
of the Canada Elections Act which
allows students currently in resi=
dence to vote in either their
home constituency or the uni=-
versity’s constituency.

Richard Good, vice president
of the Canadian Union of Students,
sharply criticized the Prime Min=
ister’s statement:

Elect Ward
CUS Chief

Douglas Ward, 27, was elected
president of the Canadian Union
of Students for the year 1966-67
at the recent CUS congress at
Bishop’s University.

He defeated Bruce Doern, a
former student union president at
the University of Manitoba, in an
uneventful campaign,

Mr, Ward will take office next
summer at the end of the term
of current CUS president Patrick
Kenniff, This year, Mr, Ward is
assistant registrar at the Uni=-
versity of Toronto.

A divinity graduate, Mr, Ward
has been international affairs
secretary of CUS for the last year,
the first man to hold this posi-
tion, He is a-former president of
the University of Toronto stu=-
dents’ council.

In accepting his nomination,
Mr. Ward pointed out that his
first priority, universal accessi=
bility to higher education, seem=
ed “old-hat’? by the end of the
congress, although this had not
been so at its start,

Mr, Ward said: “The easypart
(resolutions) is over. From now
on, it’s all method and program.
We are going back to campuses
that may not have been prepared
yet.”’

My role is with you in your
work, not wheeling and dealing in
Ottawa,’’ he told the delegates
from 45 student unions across
Canada.

Mr, Ward also set forth his
personal belief that ““education at
all levels is a right which must
be provided by society,’’ and said
this would only be a beginning.

““The implications of univer=
salaccessibility toeducation
start in the pre-school years and
in the very fabric of our society,*’
he said, ‘‘I hope we will become
involved in the ordering of our
community, in the government of
the university.”’

He summed up his ultimate goal
for CUS as the creation of ‘“‘a
free university and a relevant
university.”’

LENNOXVILLE (CUP) — The
Canadian Union of Students is
considering withdrawing from
the American financed Interna-
tional Student Conference, The I
SC is one of the two major inter-
national student unions.

A resolution passed at the re=-
cent CUS congress at Bishop’s
University said the union would
reconsider its role within the IS

The resolution stated that ISC
must show it is a politically via=

~ The opinion of delegates was
that CUSshouldremaina mem-
ber of the ISC and if the organiza=-
tion faiis to ‘<fulfill the purpose
expressed in its charter,”’CUS
should withdraw.

At the same time the congress
served notice itwould continue
its roleasanobserver inthe East
European dominated Internation=
al Union of Students.

#] take strong exception to the
Prime Minister’s statement that
the necessity for a student to
return to his home riding should
not deter him from voting, First
there is the cost of travel which
the student cannot afford and
second, there is a severe loss
of class and study time in many
instances,” he said.

#With many party leaders
stressing the need for youthful
participation in the political pro=-
cess and some advocating the
lowering of the voting age to 18,
it is dismaying that this situation
should arise. Further, it is dis=
appointing that the prime minister
does not recognize that there is
a problem,”

Mr., Pearson further denied
that there was any connection
between the possible loss of the
vote by some students, because
of the election date, and the
Liberal Party’s advice to
campaign workers that it is among
youth, especially university stu-
dents, that the party’s support
has slipped since 1963.

Whether students will, in fact,
be forced to travel home remains
in some doubt,

When asked whether a student
could claim his university resi=-
dence is his normal residence,
since he lives there for more
than half the year, a spokesman
at the chief electoral office in
Ottawa said ®that’s up to him.®

Since the student would then
fall under a different section
of the Act, being enumerated
at his normal place of residence,
the spokesman said, *there’s no
problem.”

However, enumeration will take
place from September 20 to 25,
at the very beginning of term,
Some students, especially if they
did not previously attend the same
university, may consider their
parents’ home as their normal
residence,

In this case they will be forced
to have their parents put them
on the voters list, and will have
to travel home in order to vote.

Students who fail tobe enumer-
ated in September can do so at
the courts of revision on October
21, 22, and 23,

The Canadian Union of Students
has appealed to the Chief Elec-
toral Officer to interpret the Act
more loosely so that no student
will be ®deprived of ademocrati
right,” '

The electoral office spokesman
said the meaning of the act was
clear and can be changed only
by act of Parliament,

In Vancouver, a spokesman for
the University of British
Columbia contended this week
#if you paid a residence deposit
before coming to register that
is sufficient to give you the fran-
chise,”

Meanwhile, government legal
officers are believed to be study=-
ing the possibility of permitting
all students of voting age to
exercise the franchise,

It was hoped CUS could serve
as a bridge between the two ide-
ologically separated unions.

Douglas Ward, president elect
of CUS, said there was little hope
the ISC could be financed without
heavy American grants.

Mr, Ward toldthedelegates
they were participating in a con-
gress to obtain universalacces-
sibility to higher education and
the time was not ripe for a deci=
sion on membership in the ISC,

US, told the delegates the board
of directors of CUS would have to
study the problem of their posi=-
tion in the IUS and the ISC very
carefully in the next year,

A University of Waterloodele-
gate said, ‘“‘most of the emerg.

calls for
frankness

LENNOXVILLE (CUP) — The
Canadian people deserve to be
taken into the confidence of the
country’s political leaders far
more than has been done in the
past.

Hon. George Hees, president
of the Montreal and Canadian
stock exchanges, and honorary
national president of The Cane
adian Union of Students, expres.
sed this view in a speech on
September 1, during the union’s
annual congress at Bishop's Uni.
versity.

Referring to the leadership
displayed by Rooseveltduring the
financial panic in 1933,
Churchill in 1940, and Kennedy

during the Cuban ecrisis, Mr,
Hees said:
““These three leaders told

their people of the giave sit=
uation which their country faced,
and minced no words about the
part their country.men would
have to play in meeting the sit-
uation. As vou know, the response
in every case was magnificent,”

He maintained that past Can.
adian governments have relied
far too heavily on the advice of
their civil servants, and far too
little on the knowledge possessed
by leaders inthe fields of national
endeavor.

‘‘Business, agriculture, labor,
education, the sciences,
and so on. . .have a wealth of
information readily avail-
able ‘‘he said, ‘but it must be
asked for. If it is not asked for,
and that is unfortunately the case,
the country loses,”’

Alantic Region initiates

The Canadian Unionof Students
has called for a4 national demon-
stration to be held October 27th
in which students on campuses all
across Canada will protest the
rising cost of higher education,

The initiative for the national
day came from the Atlantic Re-
gion with the actual resolution
presented to the CUS Congress
proposed by John Cleveland,
President of the King’s College
Student Union.

The march will be aimed at
gradually eliminating tuition fees
for university though many of the
marchers will undoubtedly have
the MecGill resolution in the back
of their minds as they demon-
strate.

As far as the Congress dele-
gates were concerned ‘* universal
accessibility’’ was the keynote
phrase of the entire gathering.

LENNOXVILLE (CUP) — The
Canadian Union of Students has
adopted as its first priority :-the
abolition of all social and finan-
cial barriers to post-secondary
education.”’

“‘Universal accessibility’" be-
came the keynote phrase of the
29th annual congress of CUS held
at Bishop’s University, earlier
this month.

Delegates from 45 member in-
stitutions adopted the new stand=
ing resolution with only one dis-
senting vote, and decided to seek
the abolition of tuition fees as a
first steop toward these prin-
ciples,

The form of the action to be
taken on this day will be decided
by each local council. The man=-
ifestations are to be preceded and
followed by aneducationand pub=-
licity campaign onthe problem of
higher education, The date will
be set by the nationdl secretar-
iat,

The long-term policy state=-
ment moved by McGill and secon-
ded by the University of British
Columbia, declares ‘‘the sole
determinant of the undertaking
of post-secondary education
should be academic qualifica-
tion,”’

A clause stating ‘‘earnings
foregone represent a real and
serious cost,” created some
controversy. Incalling for the el-
imination of this barrier, it was
felt that the congress implicitly
came out for student salaries,

Defending this section, Sharon
Sholzberg, presidet of the MeGill
Students’ Society, said that ul=-
timately ‘‘university doors will
be open to the student even if he
hasn’t got a penny in his pocket.”’

Gary Smith, a delegate from
Waterloo University College,
said rich parentswould rather
pay directly than have sky=-high
income tax,

Miss Sholzberg said that one
must consider thequestionofac=-
cessibility for the student who is
independent of his family. The
parent should not be forced to
play any role in university educa-
tion other than the ereation of a
home environment conducive to
higher learning.

Another CUS resolution
moved by Victoria University,
stated ‘‘after the abolition of tui-
tion fees there is stilladiscrep-
ancy between annual student rev-
enue and annual student expendi-
ture on education.’’

It called for modification of ex-
isting student loan schemes <‘as
an initial step towardthe elimin-
ation of loans’’ by makingloans
refundable upon successful com-
pletion of each academic year,

The congress also adopted a
comprehensive 13-point educa-
tional action program including
socio-economic studies on moti=-
vational factors and on cyberna=-
tion.

At Memorial:

Smallwood surprise
ismore free fees

ST, JOHN’S (CUP) — Newfound=
land Premier J,R, Smallwood
says that provision of free tuition
for second year students attend-
ing Memorial University will be

announced in the next session of

the provineial legislature,

The announcement came the
same day that Premier Small=-
wood lashed out at Rex Murphy,
a Memorial delegate to the re-
cent congress of the Canadian
Union of Students, for his state=-
ment that free education for first
yvear students in Newfoundland
was a ““half-truth?’,

Mr, Murphy went on to say:

“The Premier did not bother
to explain the important fact that
more than half of Memorial’s
first year students already have
their first year tuition paid by
the province’s well established
system of grants.”

Totalling the more than 700
education students, the pre-med=
ical students, and others enter-
ing with scholarships and bursar-
ies, the number who in fact bene=
fit from Mr, Smallwood’s plan
is relatively small, he argued.

Also, students who come from
outside the province do not re-
ceive free tuition.

In answer to Mr, Murphy’s
charges, PremierSmallwood
stated:

“It isinconceivable that a
young Newfoundlander should go
away to the province of Quebec
and in the hearing of many uni=
versity students from many parts
of Canada declare that first year
tuition is a fraud, and a mere
political move on the part of the
government, and that Newfound-
land should hang her head in
shame,?”’

Immediately following Mr,
Smallwood’s announcement that
action would be taken to abolish
fees for second year students, the
CUS congress at Bishop’s Uni=
versity voted him a congratula=-
tory message.

It read in part:

It is our feeling that this gen=
uine and complete move to re=
move tuition fees for second year
students is in accord with the
policies of the CUS as expressed
at this congress in the concept of
universal accessibility to post-
secondary education — the pri-
mary and most immediate barrier
to such accessibility being tuition
fees.”’

Aitchison

LENNOXVILLE (CUP) — Stu=
dents are beginning to realize
they should be more than passive
consumers of education,

Dr. James H, Aitchison, head of
the political science department
nf Dathousie University, voiced
this view in his keynote address
to the 29th annual congress of
the Canadian Union of Students
at Bishop's University on August
29,

He warned, however, that many
students, alumni and university
teachers are parasites for de-
ciding to have nothing to do with
politics, He stated that universit-
ies should make itas €asy as pos-
sible for their teachers to run for
political office,

“The training of a political
elite is among the functions of a
Liberal Arts College,” he said,

He criticized many academics
for using arguments of objectivity
as excuses for selfsimposed pols
itical self-sterilization.

Dr. Aitchison said students
often claim their studies are too
demanding to allow them to par-
ticipate in political activities,

“The unexamined society is a
mindless society not worth living
in,"” he said.

“The highly educated have a
special duty to be eritical of so=-
ciety in all its aspects, The ul-
timate treason of clerks is tofail
to be critical,”

er of the Nova Scotia New Dem=
ocratic Party. He was an unsuc-
cessful candidate for the riding
of Halifax in the federal election
of 1962,
