Licence, flev? equipment in an aircraft owned by Temiskamirg Airways 
to a camp owned by Mr. Quinlon in return for free flying time."
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The ruling of the court was that Mr. Vehey was receiving 
reward, l.e. flying for which he would normally have to pay a sum 
of money in return for flying supplies to a camp operated by Mr. 
Opinion.
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Upon receiving this ruling the council for the plaintiff 
asked 1hat the case be closed end this request was granted.
