MEN OF THE LABOR UNI[IN
HOLD BIG RALLY AT THE GRAND

Lafge and Enthusiastic Gathering on Saturday Evening -
| Visiting Representatives : eliver Addresses—Vigorous
Talks by Ex-Mayor Smith and Ald. Marti%

‘."‘le are not the ones who use the
foree. Ii is the last thing we think
of ;gb\u. when the manufacturers grind
us dowrn and refuse to give us a hear-
ing we are forced to use the last re-
gorti—that is a strike.”

This was one of the strongest points
made by J. B. Lennon at the Trades
and Labor Union meeting held in the
Grand Opera House Saturday cvening.

The meeting was a very large one
and’ was presided over by Mayor W.
E. McKeough. It was called by the
local Trades Unions, and was in the
interests of the working men of the
city, to educate them and talk over
the labor questions of the day, and the
course which is being pursued by the
unions, to relieve the condition of the
workingmen of Capada and the Unit-
ed States. Among the speakers of the
ng were J. B. Lennon, Treasurer
of the American Federation of Labor,
and Secretary of the Tailors’ Union;
J. D. Pierce, of .Worck*;ster, Mass.,
general organizer for the American
Federation of Labor, and Wm. White,
ex-Mayor T. A. Smith and Ald. Geo.
G. Martin, of this city.

After a few short introductory re-
marks, explaining to the large audi-
ence of workingmen the objects of the
meeting, the Mayor called on William
White to address the meeting.

Mr. White, who has done a great
deal in promoting labor umions in
the ¢ity, is well known among the
men and he was greeted with much
applause. He spoke along a general
line euligistic of .labor and trade
unions and giving many instances of
the good they have done the general
class. He regretted the fact that
some of the manufacturers of the city
had dischanged good men who had the
courage to sirike in order to receive
a betterment of their condition. He
thought they had commenced a very
unwise course. He referred to the re-
cent effort with the City Council in
aid of the corporation laborers, and
hoped that that body would see fit
to grant to the laborers under them
a nine-hour day and sufficient wages
to enable| them to' live comfortably.

“If the laborers’ request is not
granted by this Council,” said he, “we
will go on with our work of educating
.the working classes and when the
next election comes around we will
put in that board men who will grant
our request and men who are in sym-
pathy with us. For you, gentlemen,
are the men who elect the Council.”—
Cheers and applause.

T. A. Smith, ex-Mayor of the city,

was the next speaker. Mr. Smith
expressed his sympathy with the
workingmen in the present move-

ment. His speech was characterized
by its briefness, but he was warmly
applauded as he took his seat.

“I am heﬂrtlly in sympathy with the
workingmen,” said he, “and I am
here to-night, and ready at any time,
to render you any assistance that I
can. By my presence here I sanction
your present movement and I hope
and trust you will succeed.”—Cheers.

Ald. Geo. G. Martin, who has made
himself solid with the working man
by his speeches at the Council Board,
was called upon next. He was greet-
ed warmly by the audience and was
repeatedly interrupted with applause.

“Who does the work of the world £
asked Ald. Martin. “Is it the dude
with the plug hat and the high collar
extending above his ears ?—Laughter.
No! It is the working man. You do’
the work and you can rule the world
if you wish to. All you have to do
is stick together at the elections and
elect men who you know are in
sympathy with you.  This is your year
of jubilee. This year marks the fact
that the reign of the working man_
has come, and 1 tell you it has come
to stay. The strike is your ‘weapon
and. if it is used judiciously it is very
effective.”

J. B. Lennon was introduced next.
Mr. Lennon is a man who has edu-
nated himself by experience. All dur-
ing his life he has taken a keen in-
terest in labor questions and has al-
wags been a warm supporter of the
working man. ‘He made a splendid
address and brought home a number]
of strong points. He was associat-
ed with Mr. Mitchell in the recent
coal strike. This is the second time
he has addressed a Canadian audience.
“Trade unions,” said he, “were
started in Manchester, England, 70
years ago, and we are but following
the example of our British fore-
fathers. In the trade unions, nation-
alities are not taken into considera-
tion. The working men of the world
are all members of one organization.

five years ago our laborers worked

on an average of ten hours a day
and received an average wage of $2
per day. Now they work on an aver-
age of eight hours a day and receive
an average of $3.75 per day, and many
get as high as 75 cents per hour.
This is all due to labor organization.
Cigar makers are now just making
double the money they used to 16
years ago. Railroad men, tailors, and
other tradesmen are all reaping great
benefits from unions. Our movement
is charged with a good many things
by Mr. Perry, president of the Manu-
facturers Association.”

Breaking in here Mr. Lennon wish-
ed to commend Magyor McKeough for
his courtesy. Mr. McKeough, while
ngl expressing himself on the course
being pursued by ithe labor men, said
that he was in sympathy with the
general principles and tendencies of
labor union. “Now don't accuse him
of double playing if he refuses your
request to the Council for he has
nol said that he would. His sympa-
thies, however, are with the working
men.”

Continuing, Mr. Lennon said: “Mr.
Perry says that we use force and
not reason. Now our fundamental

principles are reason and peace, but
if we are used unjustly and refused
an opportunity to complain of our
wrongs, we have to do the only thing
that is.left. That is the strike.

“He also says that we are
breakers. Now I

law-
want to say that
we are the most law-abiding peaple
in the world to-day. What we are
working for now is an education for
our boys and girls and to keep them
out of the factories. We cannot do
this on the wages which are given
to working men to-day.

“If we receive concessions the busi-
ness men will reap the benefit. The

condition than it is in
and the working men there never
received higher wages.—Applause.

“Who is doing the work among the
children 4n the factories and striv-
ing 1o get an education for them ?
Isit the church ¢ No. It is the labor
unions.”’—Applause.

Concluding, Mr. Lennon said that
if the City Couwpncil did not grant the
present request which is before them,
the trades and labor unions would
get for the working men the con-
cessions aSked for.—Applause.

Mr. Price then took the floor and
made a popular address, following g
practically the same lines as Mr.
Lennon.

At the conclusion of the meeting a
vote of thanks to the speakers was
moved by J. Stevens and Mr. Draper
and passed by the meeting.

The meeting closed with “God Save
the King.”

BLAZE AT BRANTFORD.

The Mohawk Institute Totally Des-
troyed.

Brantford, April 20—The Mohawk
Institute, a large three-story brick
structure about a mile outside the city
limits, was totally destroyed by fire
last night. The loss is estimated at
$35,000, and this is well covered by in-
surance. The institution is the pro-
.perty of the New England .Company,
an association . formed in England
many years ago for the purpose of

educating Pagan Indians. The ori-

ginal buildings were erected about
seventy years ago, but there have
been additions made from time to

time. There were about eighty In-
dian scholars in the building when the
fire broke out, and they were in their |
beds.  The spread of the fire was
slow, fortunately, and everyone es- |
caped safely. A large part of the
contents of the buildings were also re-
moved to a place of safety from the
flames. The origin of the fire is not
exactly known.
was a blaze in. the roof, due to a de-
fective chimney, and, as the blaze to-
night broke out in about the same
place, the cause was probably the
same, although it is supposed that an
electric 'wire had something to do with
the fire.  The blaze broke out in the
roof at the west side of the building,
and there was nothing to stop it. An

alarm was sent to.the city fire depart- -

ment, which resporded, but there was
no water. supply available and nothing
could be done to save the parts of the
building which were then remote from
the fire. . The entire structure was .
burned to the ground, only the walls
standing.  Efforts were made to save
the creamery, a small building in the
rearl of the,i‘ilmututxon,
availing. ere was wvery fortunately
no wind blowing até ‘the Hu;e, ‘and the
large barns were not in danger.
