Seminari-
ans of St. Peter’s Seminary—the |
diocesan Seminary—will fill the |
other offices of the Mass, and ﬂmgi
the Mass. The preacher will be Rev,

John Henry Chisholm, of St. Mary’s ‘
Church, London. The procession of ‘
the Blessed Sacrament follows thiq‘

day for adoration. During the
afternoon at 2:30 a Conference for |
the priests will take place. It will |
be the 28rd annual meeting of the
members of the Priests’ Euchar-
istic League. At a future Congress

hold a Conference. At the Priests’

He was a teacher by profession.
After working some years in the
schools, he traveled throughout the |
country lecturing in behalf of Cath-
olic schools and the Catholic press.
In 1907 he was returpned a member
of the Reichsrat in Vienna, and in |

Czecho-Slovak National Assembly.
In 1920 he won a seat in the Senate, |
where he later was appointed vice-
president. He was an eloquent and
keen debater and an mdefutlgahl(-‘
worker, He also was one of the |
founders of Orel, the Catholic |
gymnastic society.
