And we (rust that while your Majesty’s presence
would still more closely unite the bonds which
attach this Province to the Empire, it would
gratify your Majesty to witness the progress arnd
prosperity of this part of your dominions..

Tue SLAvE-TRADE.—Events go far toward
justitying the suspicion entertained by many
that the slavetrade will yet obtain a footing in
the Southern states. The Colonization Herald
for May in speaking upon this subject says:

« Every one will remember the harrowing
descriptions given by the officers who made the
capture of the Ecko. Every conceivable sufier-
inz scemed to bave been endured by those
wretched Africans. The guilt of the prisoners
was not even mentioned. It ‘was shown on the
trial recently at- Charleston, that the Fcho was
an American vessel, and, if that fact is establish-
ed, the act of Congress declares that all on board
shall be beld guiliy of piracy. The chart was
exhibited on which her course from the coast of
Africa to the place of capture was distinctly
traced. In short, the testimony against the
prisoners was overwhelming, and yet they were
acquitted.

“ The captain and supercargo of the Rawlins,
alias Rosa Lee, of Savannab, who were arrested
at Pensacola, Florida, have been allowed to
escape. The rest of the crew and vessel are yet
ir custoly, and the trial is appointed to take
place at Apalachicola on the second Monday of
May.

But she has been silently and steadily
increasing it ; and the coming struggle has elic-
ited extraordinary facts relating thereto It ap-
ars from these facts that Austria, who had no

line of battle ships in 1848, has two at present ;
that she then had but three frigates, and bas now
cight, three of which are screw vessels ; sbe bas
now eleven sloops instead of four, and leaving
aside the brigs and the schooners to speak of a
war vessel which has now taken a conspicuous
place in the modern fleets, she possessed at the
time we speak of eleven gunboats, and bas fifty
of them now.

But in the event of France going strongly
into the struggle, the navy of Austria will be of
little service to ber. Her ships will only be-
come the prey of Louis Napoleon. The Rus-
sian navy coosists of 85 sailing ships and 73
steamers, in all 158 vessels ; the Prussian 55 ves
sels, carrying 265 guns, manned by 3,500 men.

REMARKABLE INCREASE OF IMMIGRATION.—
The present month is likely to prove the most
buoyant in the emigrant passenger trade of any
within the last two years. The Liverpocl Times
of the 23d ult. has the following:

“ Since the commencement of the month 17
ships bave been cleated by the government
emigration officer at this port, baving on board
6750 emigrants, chiefly bound for New York.
The numbers carried out by some of these
vessels are truly formidable; for instance, the
Constellation bad on board 757 souls, and the
Emerald Isle 770 souls, the latter having sailed
on Tuesday, the 19th. Of the total number
1407 were English, only 81 Scotch, while 4640
were Irish, and 437 natives of other countries.
The majority of the latter were Mormons —352,
chiefly Danes, baving—with 347 English and 8
Scotch, total 7387 Mormons—sailed in the
William Tapscott for New York on the 11th in-
stant. In addition to the above the ships Great
Western and Jeremiab Thompson, with about
1400 ngers, sailed from the Mersey on
Thursday, the 21st, and before the close of the
month upwards of 2000 mere expected to em-
bark ; making the emigration to the States up-
wards of 10,000 in one month. We may add
that the monster clipper White Star, belonging
to Messrs. H. T. Wilson and Chambers, bas been
chartered to convey passengers, and will sail in
the eatly part of next month for New York.”

SHOOTING A PRIEST AND JUDGE —A corre-
spondent of the London Times, writing from
Kome, furnisbes the following :—

ish priest of Casorio was lately shot at
the altar while celebrating mass, and the murder-
er immediately shot himself.

Paraguay.

“ Our speck of war” has blown over, and the
policy of Mr. Buchanan has proved bappy and
successful. As this is the only war of the season,
(trbe ooly ouwuside war,) we give a brief review
of it.
Cavuses.—A company of Americans secured
from the despotic Lopez, President of Paraguay,
a charter to trade in certain articles enjoying a
monopoli. Their trade required large expen-
ditures, but paid large profits, and woald bave
netted them many miilions before the expiration
of their charter. But Lopez thougbt bimself
gow&cd and revoked the charter. Also the steam-
er Water Witch was fired upon by Paraguayans,
while exploring the rivers under orders from our
Government. Lopez refused to settle these
matters.
ARMAMENT.—Our President sent about 17 ves-
sels, many of them hired ones, with in all 5000
men, 3000 being soldiers, and fu.l stores, under
command of Com. Shubrick to ascend the Parana
and bring Lopez. Hon. J. B. Bowlin went as
Commissioner to arrange matters before or after
war. The expedition was freely ridicaled and
was expected to be a failure.
ResuLts.—Lopez did not think our Govern-
ment in earnest until our forces were steaming
up the river. Gen. Orquiza, President of the
Argentine Confederation, became alarmed for
the region, and took bold of the matter with Mr.
Bowlin, and finally Lopez agreed to pay the
Company such damages as should be fairly ad-
judged, to pay the widow of the man killed on
the Water Witch $10,000, and to allow the free
exploration of the rivers. American influence
is now restored and dominant in all that vast
region. The expedition was costly to near
$8,000,000, certainly over $3,000,000 The
ships have returned to the Gulf of Mexico.

CouxTrY.—Judge Bowlin says, that Paraguay
lies among the rivers as Missouri does, only in a
warmer climate. Sugar aund cotton, tea and
medicinal plants grow finely. The people are
a mixed Indian race, not industrious but peace-
able. They number 400,000, but, though in so
fine a region their trade will be little, as they
are not lively producers. The nivers are the
grandest on earth. The main river has a fresh
running stream 50 miles wide, and the Parana,
1200 from the sea, has 20 to 60 feet of water and
is but gne of three principal branches Such
rivers encircle and traverse a land inexhaustibly
fertile under a tropical climate. Could it be
beld by a better race, the vast regions now graz-
ed by herds of cattle, and producing bardly a
twentieth of what they are capable, would be
inferior in condition to none on the globe. A
feeble race, degraded by a false and slavish re-
ligion, will never develop its vast resources.—
Northern Chr. Advocate.
