Toronto, Deec. 16.—Major-Gen-
eral Mewburn, minister of militia,
who 'is here to address the Cana-
dian ‘Club, stated toiday that the
scheme for demobilization of Cana-
dian troops was in the | hands o:
General Currie, who 'was' endeawvor-
ing to work it out. ‘The matter of
bringing thes troops home in units
was. a difficult and complex one.
Battalions wore mixed up with
drafts frcom all over the country,
but the authorities were doing all
they could' to meet the wishes of |
the men themselves.

The general added that there
are now 100,000 troops in Flanders
or Germany, the remainder being
in England. Troops from - Great
'Britain were being brought ' heme.
i now. :No' decision had been reach-
‘ed by the Government regarding
the strength of the permancnt furce
in Canada after ' the -war. “The
only thing we have to go on is the
Militia Act-and that providss for
5,000 men,” He said. He denied
that the force would be 8,000 men.
