Major Perry thonght it proper
that Berge should put up ‘‘good and
sufficient’’ bond to behave himself, and |
remanded rAm until tomorrow at which
time the amount of bond will be fixed.
As Berge appears to be short on both
money and friends, the chances are that
he will mutilate timber for several
months to come.
