FILES.

‘Necessary Instruments On the
Farm. and in the Work Shop.

The choice ot a file fo rany par-
ticular piece of work will be deter-
mined by the form of surface Lo ba.
workad, the amount of material to.
be removed, the nature of the mater
ial and the finish to be left on the sur-
face.

From the twenty different standard
icrms and cross-sections Iin which
flles are manutactured, the user rhust
chocse the proper form of file to best
fit the work in hand. Next the amount
of material to be removed will de-
teriuine the size and ccarseness of the
iile, the size being the length .in inch-
es of the flle boay without ihe tang,
und the coarsancss- depending upon
the six grades of cuts—rcuagh, coarse,
bastard, seccnd-cut, smooth and dead-
smooth. The bastard and second-cut
are the grades most uscd for. general
work and the smooth or dead-amooth
for smocth finish work. All of these
forms may be had as either single
or louble cut. The double cut flle will
bite more freely and leave ‘u more
broken surface than a single cut file
of the same size.

The nature of the material workod
determines in a large measure the
“lite” of the file. A new file should
never be used cn_vecy hacd material,
such as scale of castings and forgings
or on hardened stecl, ner should i
pe used on soft tough metals or on
thin edges where it bites too freely.
Files should not be thrown into draw-
ers together with other tools. They
chculd bea kept clean by brushing and
should never bo placed where they
will rust, as that will ruin any file.

A good file handle is nezessary for
good work. In fillng, the pressure is
applied to the file: on the ferward
stroke and entirely removed on the
back stroke, though the fileé need not
be lifted frem th: work. As with all
metal cutting toolg, 4hHe prassure
should be sufficient to cause it to bite
freely, as tliis is easier on the cutting
edge than just scraping: over the
surface.
