The passenger capacity of the vessels
on the Amazon river is not limited by the
the number of berths or statée rooms
which are seldom, or never,used except
by the few foreign travellers to dress
in, but by the limit of hanging room
for hammocks on the deck of the vessls.

Our line of work has been .preyen-
tive. The first real effort after 'inm
vention was the introduction of the
Pathfinder series of temperance in-
struction book into our public schools
The_teachers were invited to a social

which samples of text books were
submitted for their imspection. A
gratifying response from the seachers
encouraged us to believe that our
efforts would be seconded. A set of
those books was furnished to all
teachers in Sackville and other ad-
joining sections. So that, in addition
to Dr. Palmer’s text book, which has
8o far been authorized by the Board of
Education,we hayo the most excellent
Pathfider series fof*the use of teachers
in oral work.

We trust the
f the Union will be increas-
ingly interested in this, and endeavor
to-gain as many readers for it as possi-
bls, directing the attention of their
families, and”others, to these articles,
so instructive, that are gathered with
great care, and must prove a tem-
perance training as to the progress of
the work, in different parts of jthe
world, and as to the importance of
total abstinence to the individual and
to the country, Thke articles ae
largely taken from the Und @ Signal
which is supported by the Union.
In addition to the number taken for
this purpose, the Union supplies one
copy of this paper, and one of Oak
and Ivy Leaf for the reading room
of the Ladies’ College. There have
been circulated over 500 temperance
leaflets. .

Our Union has undertaken a new
line of work under the head”of pre-
ventive, viz: the parlor meetings and
socials held: for the students and
young people of our town in February
and March. The object of ‘these as
embodied in the resolution adopted,
was for the purpose of “influencing
and directing the young in the lines
of purity and temperance.” Mrs,
Turnbull, our beloved maritime presi-
dent as well as supt. of Social Purity
Dept., gaveus her pregence and aid
at the two first. Her 1§§Ker read, sank
deeply into many young hearts, and
her lovely, christian spirit touched
many latent-tendencies and impulses
of purity and goodness, and directed
these into active exercise and develop-
ment. - As a visible result, a white
cross league was formed among Uni-
versity students,and a flourishing “Y”

work, formed among Ladies’ College
students. A strong and active tem-
perance sentiment exists in the Ladies’
College this year. This fact is grace-
fully alluded to in the young lady’s
valedictory, is a solid one and true,
and is backed by the pledges of about
70 young ladies as total abstainers
and members of the White Shield
league. The work among the male
students is none the less real. Good,
earnest work has-been done this win-
ter among them by themselves for
each other. Of course the obstacles
to work are greater than among the
young ladies; but much is being done
by word and the circulating of tem-
perance and White Cross literature by
the league since its formation, after
Mrs. Turnbull’s visit. I will just say

As a result of the circle held in
March, 82 young people signed the
total abstinence pledge. No “Y” has
been formed, but I trust that many
young young people will join our
ranks as workers this year.

To summarize, 211 names have
been subscribed to the total abstinence
pledge as a result of our socials:129 of
these being students and 82 young
people of the town. Do I think all
will keep their pledge! Not all I
sadly answer; but the largest percent-
age will. This work is going to tell
in time; the leaven is working; let us
all work earnestly, be willing to bear
{reproach, to, help, to plan, to make
the work a success. 2
