The item passed:
On the item to provide for land at 

lunatic asylum annex, Mr. Haimigton 
called for an explanation. Was it 
necessary to purchase more laud? The 
expenditure has greatly increased, while 
the number of patients has not increased 
in proportion to the ;ncreased cost.

Hon. Mr. Blair said it w'as not coi r-ct 
to say that there had not been consider 
able increase in I lie number of patients 
in the asylum. It w’as a fact that sinca 
1882 there was an average increase in 
the number of patients of 105. If the 
annex had not teen decided upon a new 
wing to the asylum would have had to 
have been built, which would have ’en­
tailed a cost of £25,000. The lands and 
buildings iu connection with the annex 
had been secured at a figure net much 
inqie than what the new wing would 
have cost and in securing the lands and 
the buildings we w^re able to follow the 
exahiple of other countries in utilizing 
the labor of a large number of patients.
The expenditure in connection with the 
asylum was low when compared .with the 
cost of the maintenance of similar in­
stitutions in other provinces of the 
dominion and the United States. The 
salaries of the medical superintendent 

■ and other officers of the institution wv-ie 
not high as compared with salaries paid' 
in Nova Scotia, Quebec and Ontario.
The costs have been kept within reason­
able limits. In the purchase of land the 
government did not promise to g<; be 
yon j what was necessary in the public 
interests. The item before the eor..- 
mitted proposed the purchase of 60 acre 
of land at £50 an acre. The property 
^belonged to Dr. Sleeves, the medical 
superintendent, and lies between lands 

Idirectly connected »witb the annex. Dr 
^Sleeves had wanted £4,000 for the 

propel ty and the house and barn that 
are upon it. The government refused 
tupay him that figure, although they had 

bought lands in the neighborhood for 
£60 an acre. The government hav­
ing been buying the grass grown on the 
land now proposed to purchase for some 
years paying S4 a ton therefor. The 
amount paid for the grass would equal 
the interest ou the cost of the land 
which it was now contemplated to 
purchase. The only arrangement enter­
ed into between Dr. Sleeves and the 
government regarding the purchase of 
the land, was that it the legislative gave 
them authority the government would 
purchase the land at £50 an acta*, or 
£3,000 for the 60 acres, and the o-t 
of last season’s glass would lie deducted 
from the total amount to 1 u paid. A*
