Eperiments have shown that even in
ths coldest weather the temperature of
the stable is lowered only two or three
degrees by the use of these curtain win-
dows while the barns actually have
seemed very much warmer. This result
is due to the fact that the air is kept
ey

ry.

When this plan has been adopted the
cattlc have shown less evidence of suf-
fering from the cold and the attendants
have admitted that the barns have been
more comfortable places in which to
work than when the glass windows were
in use. It is the excess of moisture in
the gir which causes the feeling of damp-
ness and chill which prevails in many
dairy barns. ‘Although the outside air
is able to pass through the muslin it is
almost impossible for any one standing
three feet away to detect its entrance.

It is possible that the introduction of
a system ‘of this kind will do much to
prevent the spread of tuberculosis among
cattle. Poultrymen have found that
whereas under the old system of using
glass windows and keeping the house ag
warm as possible fowls were fréquently
afflicted with colds and similar troubles,
where the muslin curtain system has
been adopted the birds are much more
frie from such complaints, and it is ex-
pected by advocates of the new system
that there will be similar beneficent re-
sults in the case of dairy cattle.
