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THE WHITMORE
MURDER TRIAL

Only Circumstantial Evi- f] 
dence So Far.

Whitmore Says He Has 
an Alibi.

Great Crowds at Wife 
Murder Trial.

New York. May 28.—To-day is ex­
pected to bring to a close the case 
of the prosecution in the trial of Theo­
dore S. Whitmore in Jersey City, the 
Brooklyn man who is charged with 
having murdered his wife and thrown 
her body into Lampblack Swamp in 
Harrison. Already all the principal 
witnesses for the States have* been 
heard with the result that the net­
work of evidence that has been wound 
around the accused man is purely of 
a circumstantial nature. Much inter­
est centres in the plan which will be 
adopted by the defense to meet the 
case set up by the State.

Whitmore has declared that he has 
absolutely no doubt whatever of the 
outcome and that when his turn comes 
he will convince the jury beyond qu* ; 
tion that he had no part in the cyirne 
which is charged against him. His 
attorney at the same time has declar­
ed that a perfect alibi has been found 
accounting for Whitmore's presence 
every minute for hours before ami 
aiier the time the tragic death of Mrs. 
Whitmore is known to have occurred.

As the trial has progressed public 
interest in the case has increased rao- 
idl; The court room is filled to its 
capacity at every session and often- 
the -treets outside the building are 
jammed with hundreds unable to 
gam admittance.

I he prosecution brought its case 
to a close soon after the opening • t
to-day's session.

Counsel for Whitmore immediately 
made a motion for the dismissal of 
the indictment on the ground that 
the State had not proven its car-*. 
The motion was disallowed.

Alexander Simpson then began the 
opening argument for the defence

Georgie Dickinson, the woman with 
whom Théodore S. Whitmore i* allied 
to have been infatuated, wa* expected 
to appear as a Witness for the prosecu­
tion at to-day’s session of Whitmore's 
trial. Miss Dickinson Was taken into 
custody in Boston soon after Whit­
more’s arrest. which followed the iden­
tification of the victim of the Lamp­
black swamp murder as his wife. She 
has been in jail since that time. When 
site goes on the stand Miss Dickinson 
will he questioned concerning her rela­
tions with Whitmore both before and 
after the disappearance of his wife. It 
has been charged that Whitmore met 
Miss Dickinson in New York a few hours 
after Mrs. Whitmore’s body had been 
thrown into the Lampblack swamp and 
made her a present ot some of his wife’s 
jewelry.

Justice Swayze announced to-day that 
he would admit as evidence the “Lena” 
telegram, which was identified yester­
day bv Mrs. Schmitter, a sister of the 
murdered woman. The telegram is al­
leged to have been sent to Mrs. Sciimit- 
ter to mislead her as to her sister’s 
v licrealKiuts.

Henry Siegel, conductor on an elevat­
ed train in New York on which Whit­
more wtjs formerly' motorman, told of 
various conversations he had with Whit­
more, both before and after the murd?r.

HARVESTER CO.
Tke Internitional Fighting For Ex­

istence In Kanin.

Chicago, May 28.—The International 
Harvester Co., -of America, begins its 
final fight for existence in the State of 
Kansas to-day, wlien a dozen or more 
witnesses will attempt to show special 
Commissioner Henry E. Ganse, sitting in 
charge, that it is "not restraining

By this hearing the harvester com­
pany endeavors to prove these three 
things: That the price of harvester irn- 
p'eiuens has not been raised. The prices 
were a great deal higher before the 
formation of the combination than 
they have been. That it abandoned ex­
clusive contracts «prohibiting it's agents 
from handling other goods) in 1905.

The company believes that the proof 
of these three contentions means victory 
and that such a victory might influence 
tlie Kansas Supreme Court in it’s de­
cision on the criminal action appealed 
from the district court at Topeka, which 
assessed the corporation $12,000 on the 
same charges involved in these proceed­
ings. Jt also declares that it will hate 
a tendency to discourage other States 
from similar prosecutions.

HAS NO RIGHTS.
Poiition of the G. T. R. on tke 

Beith.

Since the Burlington Beach Commis­
sion took office there have been some 
unlooked for developments as to Beach 
rights. It now transpires, according to 
Chairman Van Allen, that the Grand 
Trunk Railway, which has a line over 
the Beach, has no running rights over 
the sand strip, due to the fact that the 
lease under which the Railway has op­
erated is now out of existence.* Mr. Van 
Allen, when seen this morning, said that 
at the time the Commission took the 
affair# of the Beach out of the hands of 
the city, he notified the Railway that 
the lease under which the citv had given 
it the right of way had been cancelled, 
and that the company would have to 
make a" new bargain with the Commis­
sion. Mr. V an Allen said the city gave 
the Railway the lease when it w*us un­
der the name of the Hamilton ami 
Northwestern Railway, and in return tha 
Railway gave the city $5,000. Nothing 
was brought to light in the matter un 
til the Commission took things over, nnd 
the Railway on looking up its record 
fcur.d that the Commission was right 
in its claim. What the Commission is go­
ing to do now, is to let the Company 
have the use of the right of way for tlie 
sum of $500 a year. The agreement will 
not be fixed up until after the elections, 
on June 8, as the gentlemen who are in­
terested in the matter for the Railway 
and the Government cannot get together 
before that time. h"

Dr. Wilbur Chapman, the noted evan­
gelist, who carried on remarkably suc­
cessful campaigns in some of tlie large 
cities of the Vnited States and Canada 
during last winter, and who has been 
invited by the ex-angelical churches of 
this city to eome here for a similar 
campaign next autumn, has written to 
Rev. W. H. Sedgewick, secretary of the 
local committee, declining the invitation 
upon the terms named.

It has been the practice of Dr. Chap­
man to provide his own workers and 
have complete charge of the campaign. 
Tlie idea of the Hamilton Ministerial As­
sociation was to get Mr. Chapman and 
some of his lieutenants to carry on a 
series of meetings simultaneously in a 
number of the churches of this city, but 
the ministers thought local church peo­
ple could be provided to do a large pro­
portion of the work, under Dr. Chap­
man's direction, and so specified in the 
invitation to him.

The Ministerial Association was to 
have met yesterday afternoon to con­
sider Dr. Chapman’s reply, hut Rev. Mr. 
Sedgewick had not received it in time 
for that meeting. It arrived this morn­
ing. however, and a meeting of the as­
sociation has been called for to-morrow- 
afternoon at 5 o’clock to consider it.

The meeting will discuss the advisa­
bility of sending an invitation to the 
great evangelist to come and bring his 
entire band.

SUDDEN CALL TO 
A CARLUKE LADY.

FELL DEAD IN G. W. ROBINSON 
STORE THIS MORNING.

Mrs. Geo. Clelland Came to the City and 
Expired Without a Moment’s Warn­
ing.
