Pursuing the Prince back into the house, the
man forced his way nearly to the staircase
before he found himself stopped from further
intrusion. The servants, who probably had
not heard the sound of a pistol sho,” did not
think of detaining him ; he was allowed to
re-enter the cab, in which was a little child,
and the vehicle drove off without even the
number having been taken by the bewilder-
ed domestics.
