He said he had
for years pursued his wife with a malignity
and persistency which would be disgrace-
ful to the lowest ruffian of the London
slums, How much more so was it then to
one who wore the garb of a Christian
minister and who professed to be governed
in his conduct by the principles of Christian
morality and religion? This man,
continued Mr. Willis, was determined to
rid himself of the woman to whom he had
sworn life-long fidelity, and, finding that
his former accusations against her had
fallen harmless at her feet, contrived new
methods of impugning her virtue and
of - building wup evidence u whick
he conld claim a release from the ohliga--
tions toward her into which he had entered.
For the accomplishment of his nefarious
and diabolical purpose, he had contrived
to thrust his wife into places where she
would be assailed by temptation. He had
sworn to honour, protect and cherish her,
but he had laid snares for her. He
had viliied her, and he had con-
trived ingenious methods to tempt
her from the paths of virtue.
almost incredible, but the evidence of the

case has shown that this man Hall forced |

upon his wife the acquaintance of a gentle-
man whom he trusted would so fascinate
the lady as to lead to her ruin. A spec-
tacle like this has seldom been seen in a
British Court, and the hypocrisy
sanctimonious pretences of the
plaintif only added to the ignominy
of the position in  which he
had placed himself. Happily the virtue
of the wife was proof against the duplicity
and craft of the husband. He had utterly
failed with all his too willing witnesses to
prove the slightest guilt on the part of the
woman whom he had placed in the way of
temptation and lured into situations where,
had she been prone to evil, she might have
fallen. Dr. Hall, counsel continued,
might have known from his wife’s nature
that there was not the slightest fear in
exposing her to temptation, but he -
sigted in it, and when he failed, he relied
upon fallacious, if not perjured, testimony
to convince a British jury of the guilt of
a pure-minded, noble-hearted and innocent
British matron. It is not thought probable
that the case will be submitted to the jury
before to-morrow.

Loxpox, Aug. 7th,
In the Newman Hall divorce case this
morning, Mr. Willis concluded his address
to the jury. Having reviewed the whole
testimony and dwelt upon the cruelty,
hypocrisy and falseness of Rev. Dr. New-
man Hall toward his wife, he implorad
the jury to save Dr. Hall from success
which would be fatal to what little remains
of his character, to his spiritual influence,
and to his position in society. Sir Hen
James then opened the argument in beh
of Dr. Hall, and began by asking the jury
to dismiss from their minds the impreasion
which the fervid eloquence of his learned
brother had produ upon tnem, and to
look at the case in the actual light of the
evidence which has been adduced. He
went on to deny that Dr. Hall was the
cool, calculating, hypocrite he had been
represented to be by Mr. Willis.
Loxpox, Aug. 8th.
In the suit for divorce brought by Rev.
Dr. Newman Hall, the noted Congrega-
tional minister, against his wife, Sir Henry
James, counsel for defence, finished his ar-
gument, and the closing addresses were
made to-day. The judge having summed
up the case, the jury, without leaving the
box, found the wife guilty of adultery
with one Richardson, a stable keeper, and
that Dr. Hall was not guilty ot adultery
with Miss Mary Wyatt. A decree nisi
was granted. Dr. Hall admitted during
the trial that he had abandoned a
previous action of a  similar na-
ture because he feared it would
be an obstacle to his efforts to raise funds
for the new chapel and for the ‘‘ Lincoln
memorial tower,” the monument in com-
memoration of Abraham Lincoln. The re-
sult of the suit was somewhat unexpected.
The judge in his charge to the jury leaned
strongly in favour of the plamtiff. Dr.
Hall’'s friends profess themselves to be
greatly elated at the decision of the jury,
but the verdict is much criticised, many
people believing that the reverend doctor
was equally guilty with his wife.

A Secialist’s Terrible Suicide.

Somcoff, imprisoned here, has just died in
hospital from the effects of terrible burns,
inflicted with the intention of self-destruc-
tion.

King Menlek, who rules over the south-
ern portion of Abyssinia, has sent a letter
to the Anti-Slavery Society of London an-
nouncing that he has abolished the slave
trade throughout his dominions.

LoxpoN, Aug. 7.—The repert is revived
that Lord Dufferin, British Ambassador at
St. Petersburg, will shortly be transferred
to Constantinople, with instructions to in-
sist ué)on the speedy execution of the re-
quired administrative reforms in Turkey.

Their Return $o Canadian Soll-Hunting
the Buffalo.

OrTAwA, Aug. 11.—Sitting Bull has re-
turned with his followers to Canadian soil.
The Department of the Interior has been
informed that he has no hostile intentions.
The American Government were recently
alarmed over the report that 5,000 Can-
adian Indians had crossed into Mont:

hostile. They went to kill the buffalo and
pot American citizens. For some time
past the Government have been consider-
ably alarmed over the condition of the
North-West Indians. Advices were re-
ceived by the Interior Department to the
effect that the buffalo had crossed into
American territory, and that the prospects
for laying in the customary supply were
very poor. In view of this, arrangements
were at once made for the forwarding of
supplies to put them through the winter,
but the latest advices are of a more hope-
ful character, the Department having been
informed that the buffalo have returned to
Canadian soil.

In reference to the despatch from Wash-
ington published yesterday morning, it
might be said that the Canadian Govern-
ment have not applied for permission for
deserving Indians to hunt on American
territory. In the hunting season neither
Governments have prevented Indians from
following the buffalo beyond their own
limits. At present a number of American
Indians are encamped on Canadian terri-
tory for hunting purposes.

THE CATTLE TRADE.

The Prohibition of Importations from the
United States.

OTTAWA, Aug. 11.—Some of the Ameri-
can papers have stated that the Canadian
Government will not extend the order pro-
hibiting the importation or introduction of
American cattle into the Dominion after
the 6th of September. The matter is now
under the consideration of the Government,
and no definite action has as yet been taken,
but it is understood to be more than pro-
bable that a new proelamation will be
issued before the 5th prox., in order to
protect Camadian cattle and prevent the

ibility of their being scheduled by the
fm ial authorities. mft is presumed that
the Ministers of the Crown at present in
England will have communication with the
Imperial Government on the subject.
