The English Army.

What strikes the mind of the civilian is
that we have a small army, which generally
breaks down in all ita details whenever any
call is made upon it, and that eur artillery,
which we are given to regard as the best in
the world, turus out to be not far frem the
worst, while eur military expenditure is out
of .all proportion with results. The total
military expenditure of the German army is
£16,502,000 ; on a feoting it numbers
18,097 officers and 400,035 rank and file, on a
war footing 31, W5 officers and 1,273,346 rank
and file, all trained soldiers, while behind
this vast force there are the landsturm and
tho troops of the field reserve, which weuld
enable it to place in the field 2,500,000 men
without drawing en the last reserves. What,
on the other hand, is our - pesition ? Qur
army estimates amount to £15,645,000. FPer
this we have 7,384 officers and 127,675 rank
and file, 46,000 enrolled pensioners amd army
reserve force, 137,656 militiamen, 14,000
yeomanry cavalry, and 194.18]1 volunteers.
