On the
east tho Gulf stream makes the Dritish
Isles a perpetual summer, hundreds of
miles north of ns, while to the west the
continuous rocky mountain chain by its
great altitude drains the clouds of mois-
ture which pass over them, rendering
the atmosphere almost dry in the ¢reat
valley north of the Lead watera of the
Mississippi and Missouri rivers, conse-
qnently the cold is not nearly so much
felt, and if the growth of timber on
thoso extensiyo prairies was not most
cfivctually prevented by tho destructive
fires which sweep over them yearly, that
country would be a vast garden.

Returning
the party descended the Saskatchewan
by boat to Lake Winnipeg, on_through
it to Red River, and up the latter to
Fort Garry, being a water- journey of
over 1,600 miles. The Saskatchewan
at hight water is navigable to a great
distance for deep laden boats, according-
ly last summer the ITudson’s Bay Co.
built 3 small steamboat on its shores, a
little above the Grand Rapids, some 20
miles up from wheroe the river flows into
Lake Winnipez. It started on its mai-
den voyage West, hound to Edmonton,
and all went well for about 20 miles,
until, in the ewift current, it got stuck
on a boulder, slewgd around, gprang a
leak and sank. The Co. hauled it
ashore at tho scene of disaster, where
it now lies. The only serious obstruc-
tions to navigation hotweon the Grand
Falls and Edmonton HonseVare Tobin’s
Rapids and Cole’s Falls, tho latter be-
ing a succession of rapids six or seven
miles in length. Above the forks on the
north branch there are no serious hin-
drances to navisation til arriving, at
Edmonton. In the spring, when the
melting snow is descending -from the
Rocky Mountains, there is a great depth
of water in the river; .but in the fall it
is low,  aud the channel clogged with
numerous s::ad bars. )
Mr, Selwyn discovered on the upper
part of the North Saskatchewan numer-
ous and thick seams of bituminous coal;
the beds lay quite flat, and one gas 20
feot in thickness. This discovery is of
great importance when taken in connec-
tion with the absence of forests between
Fort Carlton and Edmonton. Aboye
tha latter port woad becomes more plen-
tiful, and between there and the Rocky-
Mountain House largo spruce forests are

Mr. Selwyn returned to Fort Garry on
the 26th of October, and is now pre-

MR. RICHARDSON’S SURVEY.
On Tuesday, Mr. James Richardson,
field geologist for the Dominien, under
the direction of A. R. C. Selwyn, Esq,
arrived In Montreal from  Victoria,
Vanceuver Island, B. C., after a quick
journey of 11 days altogether. He has
m exploring portions of Vancouver’s
Island, between sixty and one hundred
and forty miles norta of Victoria, for
coal and other minerals. The results
equa'led his most sangnine expectations.
The coal fields found there are of a very
valnable character, several new veins
which were prospected turning out good
bituminous coal. There are also beds of
magnetic iron ore, vei ; 1ich,. and which
being situated on an island distant but
one hour's sail from the coal mines, can
be worked to the greatoest possible advan-
tage. In addition this ore can be ship-
ped’ direct from where itis blasted, Now
that tho constructionof the Canada
Pacific is contemplated,” it wonld bea
wood idea for the Government to work
this mine for railway purposes, and thus
lessen the expense on the importation of
iron from Eungzland. Euautiful marble
in vast uantities lies out there, ready
to be quarried, while tho landis fertile
and the climate remarkably temperate.
In fact, said Mr. Richardson, Vancouyer
Island is the England of America,having
both its climate and natural resources.
When ho left, two- weeks ago, peéople
wero pulling roses in their gardens.
