BELGIUM RELIEF SHIP IN HALI­
FAX.

HALIFAX, Jau. 26.
Damaged by high seas raging on 

the North Atlantic for the first ten 
days, her rudder gone, deck house 
stove in, and crippled, the Belgian 
Relief Ship Camino was towed into 
Halifax Harbor at 11 o’clock to-day.

BUDGET FROM LONDON.

LONDON, Jan. 27.
The Germans, who are reported" 

from Holland to be making prepara­
tions for a big military venture to 
celebrate the Emperor's birthday to­
day, and have already made a some­
what more determined effort than 
\ sual against the French and British 
Unes in Flanders and in Northern 
France.

They have delivered an attack on 
t ic French to the east of Ypres, and 
no less than five attacks on the first 
division of the British force on either 
side of La Bassee canal.

Both British and French official re- 
1 oris assert that these attacks failed 
*:i their object, and that the Germans 
buffered heavy losses.

The Germans, on the other hand, 
while admitting their attack on the 
IJritish on the njorth side of the canal 
xv?;s unsuccessful, say that on the 
south side of the waterway their ef­
forts resulted in complete success, 
rnd that the British attempts to re­
conquer these trenches was repulsed 
■with heavy losses.

These attacks were followed by a 
heavy bombardment by the British 
artillery of German positions beyond, 
La Bassee, which, according to re­
ports from Bolougne, one big German 
gun was completely destroyed while 
the Get-mans were prevented from 
getting the second heavy gun in posi­
tion. This was on Saturday.

On Monday the Germans made their 
rttacks, and some of the hardest 
fighting of the campaign took place 
The hospital at Bethune was shelled 
by the Germans and the wounded 
had to be removed to Bolougne.

There also has been heavy fighting 
east and west of Craonne, in the Ar- 
gonne and Alsace.

The Russians are making another 
effort to advance in East Prussia, 
while in Poland there has been r 
slackening in fighting on both sides 
for the moment. <

The Russians appear to be concen­
trating themselves on their offensive 
north of the Lower Vistufa, while 
Austro-Germans are making prepara­
tions to meet the Russian advance 
through the Passes of the Carpathians 
and Southern Bukowina. , '

Russian submarines have made 
their appearance in the western por­
tion of the Baltic Sea and have suc­
ceeded in torpedoing the German 
cruiser Grzelle, which, however, 
reached port with the assistance of 
a Swedish steamer*. Their activity 
has stopped the trade carried on by 
the German steamers between Ger­
many and Sweden. ,

Board of Trade
Annual Meeting.

The annual meeting of the Board 
of Trade was held yesterday after­
noon, Mr. J. S. Munn presiding. Pre­
sent were Hons. J. Harvey, W. C. 
Job, Jas. Ryan, J. Harris, M. G. Win­
ter, J. Anderson; Messrs. J. Hender­
son, J. Browning, A. McDougall, J. J. 
McKay, R. B. Job, F. Moore, G. Hutch­
ings, C. P. Ayre, R. F. Horwood, H. 
E. Cowan, JL C. Marshall, E. A. 
Bowring, R. Winter, H. J. Earle, W. 
G. Gosling and P. H. Hudson. The 
minutes of the last meeting were 
read and confirmed after which the 
account of receipts and expenditure 
were read. The adoption of the re­
port was moved by the President, 
seconded by Hon. J. Harvey and car­
ried. The question of bait, and the 
establishment of some system where­
by the Bank and Shore fishermen, can 
rely upon a bait supply, evoked sotoe 
discussion. With reference to this 
question, Hon. J. Harvey pointed out 
that the firm of Harvey & Co. had 
recently erected ar freezer at Rose 
Blanche prlncipaplly for the use of 
the banking schooners, in which they 
were interested. It was rather pe­
culiar to note that while the codfish 
were at hand no bait cquld be secured 
and frozen squid had to be imported 
from Gloucester. The matter of 
steam trawlers was also discussed at 
length. It appears that two will be 
sent out by Patten and Forsey, of 
Grand Bank. While the enterprise of 
the firm is commendable, it was 
feared that steam trawling may de- 
velop a business that may be preju­
dicial to the best interests of the col­
ony. The example might be followed 
by trawlers from elsewhere, but at 
present there appears to be no reme­
dy in sight. With regard to the mat­
ter of freights it was shown that the 
rates are now about double the nor­
mal figure. The rates between St. 
John's and Italy, via New York, are 
now $7.50 for each cask of fish, which 
is unusually high. Hon. J. Harvey 
showed that the increase was be­
tween New Yor.k and Italy, as the 
Red Cross Line had not altered their 
rates on this end. The different items 
of the report created much discussion 
in which the principal speakers were 
Messrs. Harvey, McDougall, McKay, 
Gosling, Anderson, Moore. The elec­
tion of officers for the ensuing year 
resulted as follows :
