in the sixth round of the fastest 
weight fight Londoners have seen many years.
The match between the two heavy- 
weights was fought at Olympia and was scheduled to go 20 rounds. To Smith 
and his supporters the finish was a tragedy, because the blow for which 
the American was disqualified was neither studied nor intentional. It was 
launched in the heat of the whirlwind 
fighting when the Frenchman had slip- 
bed to his knees, and the spectators 
saw the gaunt sailor recoil and attempt 
to draw back almost as his arms flew out.

Nevertheless, the ending of tonight’s 
nght adds another to the unfortunate 
chapters of international sport, because 
it has kindled bad feeling and is likely 
to be followed by long-drawn-out ar­
guments.

There has been an undercurrent of 
prejudice against American boxers 
among English ring followers, and how­
ever unintentional Smith's breach of the 
rules was, it probably will be cited in 
support of this prejudice.

Referee Corel's Decision Popular.
The popular judgment awarded Car­

pentier the better of the fight on its 
merits. Pitted against such a power­
ful antagonist as Smith, it was evident 
that the Frenchman’s marvelous quick­
ness had not been exaggerated He 
showed a left lead like a flash of 
lightning and a powerful and equally 
swift right. His footwork was wonder- 
ful. and, although Smith was remark­
ably quick for a big man, he was 
noticeably slower than his younger up- 
ponent.

Carpentier Carried To His Corner.
When the French contingent carried 

Carpentier to his corner in the sixth 
round, the utmost confusion reigned. 
The ring was crowded with excited of­
ficials and seconds, and thousands of 
spectators were on‘ their feet shouting 
and groaning. In this round Carpen­
tier, after playing for an opening, 
while keenly watching the American’s 
right, had feinted cleverly with his 
left and then brought a powerful right 
across Smith’s jaw.

That Fatal Punch.
The punch did not land squarely, but 

glanced off. and, carried by the force 
of his blow, Carpentier swung round 
and slipped to his knees.

Quickly Smith's right shot forth. He 
drew back and plainly would have with­
held the blow on second thought. Then 
he stepped back and waited for the 
Frenchman to rise.

Just what happened to Gunboat’s 
right is likely to be an everlasting 
cause of controversy. The men nearest 
to the ring disagree widely. Some say 
that it jolted Carpentier's spine hard 
at the back of the neck: some say it 
just grazed the neck, and others say 
it missed entirely.

The Frenchman's manager. Descamps, 
climbed through the ropes, with seconds 
following, and picked up the fighter, 
who was holding his head in a dramatic 
manner with both hands. Descamps 
carried Carpentier to the corner, where

time, getting to his feet only after 
six seconds, just as the bell ended the 
round.

Between 12,000 and 13,000 persons 
witnessed the fight, among them 500 
women. Probably another such as­
sembly, representing all classes in 
English life, many French enthusiasts 
and American travellers, has never 
gathered at a prize ring.

Robbery, Says Buckley.
London, July 16.—James Buckley, 

Smith's manager, said after the fight:
“It was highway robbery. Smith 

knocked Carpentier out with a right on 
the point, of the jaw. The Frenchman 
went down, and Smith, in making an­
other punch, could not pull himself back 
and just hit Carpentier’s face.

"After the first two punches I saw 
that we were going to get the worst of 
it. Corri told Smith to keep his hands 
up, although they were up all the time. 
He wanted to bother Smith. We have 
evidence that this was intentional, and 
that he wanted Carpentier to win."

Smith confirmed this statement, but 
would add nothing to it. Smith has 
issued a challenge to fight Carpentier 
again within two weeks or at any other 
time.

Referee Says Smith Was Strongest.
Eugene Corri, the referee, is quoted 

by the Daily Mail as saying he had no 
alternative but to disqualify Smith. In 
his opinion, however. Smith was the 
stronger man of the two at the time, 
and “might well have won the fight."

Dick Burge, the fight promoter, said:
"I think the blow which brought Car­

pentier to his knees was a knockout 
blow, and that the blow which caused 
Smith’s disqualification merely glanced 
off the back of Carpentier’s head, and 
did him no damage."

Carpentier, in an interview in the 
Daily Mail, saidt

“He never hit me. When 1 missed him 
I slipped and the force of my blow threw 
me to the floor. Up to that time I was 
winning easily, and was never in the 
slightest trouble. I feel that if we fight 
again I must be the winner.

Gunboat Was Unlucky.
The Sportsman describes Gunboat as 

an unlucky man, because he was dis­
qualified "for an infringement of the 
rules, if such it could be really termed."

The Sportsman adds: “Nineteen offi­
cials out of twenty would. In the circum­
stances, have passed over this with a 
caution."

The Dally News, alone among the 
morning papers, violently attacks Smith. 
Its editor. A. G. Gardiner, the great 
pacifist advocate, contributes a column 
description of the scene, which he de­
signates as ‘.'a foul and shameful dis­
grace to civilization." He accuses Smith 
of “striking a defenceless opponent .a 
hideous blow behind the ear—a blow 
which has knocked Smith out of civil­
ized society, and ought to bring shame 
to the cheek of every honest American."

Mr. Gardiner makes the incident the 
theme of an equally violent attack on 
the revival of pugilism and its royal and 
aristocratic supporters.

Carpentier 
would make no reply to Smith’s offer 
to fight again, saying the matter was 
one for the consideration of his 
manager, who had not had time yet 
to take the matter up.

Light Hurt Smith's Eyes.
Smith today asserted that he never 

would fight again before a cine­
matograph. He said his eyes were 
weak and he had to wear glasses 
in the sunlight. Last night the glare 
of the lights puzzled him and he 
thought this possibly had something 
to do with his striking Carpentier 
while the Frenchman was down. 
Smith insists that even if his glove 
touched Carpentier, it was uninten­
tional and the blow did not hurt his 
opponent. Any other boxer he said, 
would have continued the fight. As 
to the blow which knocked him down 
in the fourth round. Smith said that 
while it was a hard one, it did not 
put him out and he had simply 
remained down to gain the benefit 
of the rest.

Buckley Protests.
While realizing that it is hopeless. 

Buckley is maintaining a formal pro­
test against the referee’s decision, on 
the ground that it had been arranged 
for the seconds to remain out of the 
ring until after the referee had given 
his decision.
