OPPOSITION ELSEWHERE ALLIANCE IS INTERESTED

The submission of ‘.he financial 
statement up to October 31 at the 
meeting of the directors of the West­
ern Fair yesterday afternoon wag ac­
cepted by the board as an indication 
beyond dispute of the most successful 
year yet. In spite of unusual difficul­
ties. The balance on hand was shown 
to be $6,614.21. while $5,000 of the Gov­
ernment grant of $15,000 still remains 
to be paid, and a grant of $10,000 to­
wards the cost of the new grandstand 
will be made by the city later. $6,569.41 
is still owing on the stand, and $2,200 
borrowed from the city has to be paid 
back, so that the net surplus really is 
$12,844.80.

This the directors considered a very 
satisfactory nestegg with which to 
commence the new year, especially in 
view of the fact that a fine new grand­
stand, a dog building and a sheep 
building have been added and paid for. 
'Che president, Capt. W. J. Reid, de­
clared his opinion that the fair had 
been very successful from every point 
of view. He knew the exhibitors had 
been satisfied, and he believed the 
public also had been well pleased.

Secretary A. M. Hunt submitted re­
ports showing that 1.500 exhibitors had 
taken space, as compared with 1,252 in 
1914, and indications were that the de­
mand for reservations would be even 
greater next year.

Skating Rink for Soldiers.
A communication was received from 

City Clerk Baker requesting a con­
ference between representatives of the 
board and the board of control with 
reference to a suggestion for the con­
struction of a skating rink on part 
of, the ring for the use of the soldiers 
in quarters at the fair grounds. The 
chairman of the grounds and buildings 
committee, William Moore, and Secre­
tary Hunt, were appointed a commit­
tee to wait on the b. -ard of control to­
day.

Mr. Gilchrist, who Is in charge of the 
work of the local T. M. C. A. among 
the soldiers, wrote asking that some 
arrangement be made for the construc­
tion of an extra building on the 
grounds to be used as a canteen and 
for picture shows, concerts, etc. This 
matter was referred to the executive 
with power to act in conjunction with 
the city council and the V. M C. A. 
officials.

Several letters were received com­
plaining that exhibitors were lax in 
bringing their prize animals Into the 
ring for the dally parade following the 
Judging. After some discussion the 
question was left to the new hoard, 
with a recommendation that exhibitors 
who fall to comply with the regulations 
he made to forfeit their prize money.

Anti-Union Propaganda in 
Presbyterian Churches Ap- 
parnetly Wins Converts.

A revival of Interest in the subject of 
church union has taken place In the last 
few weeks In Lodon, owing to the fact 
that the vote thereon is being taken 
this month, ballots being returnable any 
Sunday. In some cases ministers are 
presenting the question to their congre­
gations in sermons; in others the mat­
ter of decision is left entirely to the 
church membfers without any further 
assistance in the way of review of the 
history of the movement or explanation 
of the basis of union.

The returns are awaited with greatest 
interest, owing to the fact that in some 
places, such as Woodstock, St. Cathar­
ines, Hamilton and Fergus, the con­
sensus of Presbyterian opinion, as evi­
denced by recent votes, is decidedly 
against union. A city minister, refer­
ring to the fact that union was appar­
ently viewed with less favor in the 
Presbyterian Church than some years 
ago, offered the opinion that the anti­
union literature circulated doubtless 
had exerted some influence, and It was 
recognized that the attitude of The 
Records, the official organ of the 
church, had been consistently against 
the movement.

"Do you think the fact that union has 
dragged on so long may have caused a 
certain number to lose their enthusi­
asm?" asked by The Advertiser, receiv­
ed this reply: "It is just possible this 
may have had some little effect."

Reviewed by Congregation.
In King Street Presbyterian Church 

the question of union and of voting is 
being given serious consideration. On 
Wednesday evening a congregational 
meeting was hela, when the elders pre­
sented the case In all its phases, and on 
Sunday the pastor. Rev. W. R. Mc­
Intosh, will preach on the subject, the 
vote to be taken the succeeding weeks 
of the month. The elders have gone 
about distributing ballots to make sure 
that no member entitled to vote Is over­
looked.

Mr. McIntosh, who is deeply in sym­
pathy with the union movement, is 
optimistic in regard to the result of the 
vote in this city.

"As far as I know," he says, “the 
ministers of the city are practically all 
in favor, and, whatever may be said 
about the matter to the contrary, I 
believe it is true that the attitude of 
the minister influences the congrega­
tion. While there has been no concerted 
action among the Presbyterian minis­
ters in regard to presenting the subject 
at this time, though some discussion 
took place on this point at our Presby­
terian Club, the majority are no r'oubt 
working independently, recognizing the 
significance of the decision to be made.

Organic Union Secondary.
"The question whether there shall he 

organic union with other churches at 
the present is secondary to the great 
principle involved, that of co-operation 
of forces, of bringing different factors 
together. The union movement Is em­
blematic of the whole attitude towards 
the social aspect of religion. It stands 
for "learning to get along with other 
people.’ The day of the individualist is. 
past. We must learn to relate our­
selves to other social units for the good 
of the community at large."

"These hasty marriages between 
soldiers and young girls, of which so 
many cases have been reported lately, 
aure becoming a real evil which the 
community should he awakened to 
realize," declared Rev. Canon Tucker. 
"It is the business of the community 
as well as the individual,” he declared, 
"because in many cases the commun­
ity will be called upon to support these 
people. In my opinion, those who is­
sue marriage licenses have a serious 
responsibility. When I publish mar­
riage banns in the church. I assume 
all responsibility for conditions being 
all that they should be. The man who 
is vested with authority to issue a 
license for marriage should be one who 
could be trusted to make conscientious 
investigation, considering the serious­
ness of the results. When a man 
comes to me with a license which has 
been made out by a duly qualified 
agent of the Government, it is a deli­
cate matter for me to take issue 
with this declaration that everything 
is as it should be. As I understand 
it, according to the law, a man who 
goes to secure a marriage license is 
obliged to be accompanied by someone 
to go bond for him.

Both Should Appear,
"I believe it should be compulsory 

for both of the contracting parties to 
appear. A man, in taking out a 
license, may tell a falsehood about the 
age of the girl he wishes to marry. 
How Is the issuer of licenses to judge 
unless she Is there for him to see for 
himself? But even when a couple 
comes to me with a proper license, I 
won’t marry them until I am perfect­
ly convinced that both are of age, per­
fectly respectable, and contracting the 
marriage with the consent of parents 
or guardians. As I said before, «I 
think there should be an awakening 
to the present danger in our city from j 
hasty marriages, both for the girls ] 
and the soldiers. It is frequently the 
result of sudden infatuation which will 
not stand the test of time. Again, to 
many girls, thipre Is a glamor about 
marrying a man In uniform. In other 
cases, I am sorry to say, the girl 
looks upon the allowance she expects 
to get as a means of escape from the 
work which she finds hard or uncon­
genial. No account is taken of the 
cost. I would be In favor of bring- j 
lng up the matter before the minister- j 
lal alliance. I am sure, from my know- j 
ledge of them, every minister in the j 
city would be glad to co-operate in 1 
refusing to perform the marriage cere- i 
mony in cases Where they cannot do so j 
with an entirely free conscience.”

Says It’s Up to Government.
"My position in the matter,” said | 

Rev. Dr. J. B. Silcox, of the First 
Congregational Church, "Is that when ! 
the Government, through its duly j 
qualified agents, tells me a certain 
couple has a right to get married, I ' 
have no right to pit my judgment 
against that of the Government. The ' 
responsibility lies with the laws of the j 
land, and if the Government agents i 
aren’t doing their duty they should he 
dismissed. If the Government gives \ 
licenses to marry in such cases as j 
have come to the patriotic association 
and been reported in your -paper, the 
Government should be willing to sup­
port the dependents. I may be a free 
trader, but Canada being a protection 
country, I have to respect protection 
laws in bringing goods into the coun­
try, much as I might like to do other­
wise. That is my position on the 
Question of performing marriage cere­
monies."

Said Rev. D. C. MacGregor, of St. 
Andrew’s Church, who has taken a 
prominent part in the social and moral 
reform work of the Presbyterian 
Church In Canada: "I noticed an 
article on the subject in The Adver­
tiser. There was one statement to 
which I took exception: ‘More dis­
crimination might mean a falling off 
in business.’ This looks like a grave 
aspersion cast on the ministers. The 
financial consideration very seldom, if 
ever, I am positive, enters into the 
question with the minister.

Return Soldiers' Fees.
"It is absolutely unfair to ministers, 

some of whom 1 know make it a rule 
to return the fee to the soldier’s bride, 
or refuse to accept a fee. The minis­
ter, moreover, might be in possession 
or facts which he cannot make public 
which induce him to perform a cere­
mony in a case where the general 
public might be tempted to criticize.
I believe, however, as full an Investi­
gation as possible should be made be­
fore marrying a couple. I have on 
occasion refused to perform a mar­
riage ceremony because I was not 
satisfied. I have urged reconsideration 
in the part of one or both, and in 
other c Bises have deferred the service 
until I could make investigation.”

All Perfectly Correct,
Rev. H. A. Graham, of the Centen­

nial Methodist Church, had perhaps 
three marriages of soldiers and their 
sweethearts to perform in the past 
year. They have always had an en­
tirely correct civil license, and in 
cases where a soldier was attached to 
a fully organized unit, the consent of 
the commanding officer or that of a 

j Junior officer, who would make it all 
i right with the senior officer. "Where 
I I have officiated," he stated, "I have 

been particular about the consent, 
also of the parents or guardians of the 

i girl. In one case the girl had no 
j home in the city, but was accompanied 
I by friends.”

Rev. J. H. Boyd would advocate 
greater stictness in the issuing of 

^marriage licenses. Like Canon Tucker, 
he would insist upon the girl as well 
as the man appearing before the Gov 
ernment agent when application i * 
made for a marriage license. "A 
minister cannot always forecast the 
results, but he cannot be too careful 
when It comes to tying two people 
together for life," is Mr. Boyd’s 
opinion, as expressed to The Adver­
tise! .
