Telephone communication in London 
got one of the worst jolts in its history 
during the electric storm of Tuesday af­
ternoon. As was announced in The 
Advertiser of last night, more than 1,000 
phones were put out of commission, 
and it will be some days before all the 
trouble has been reported, according to 
a report made today by C. B. Baird, 
local manager.

In many sections of the city cables 
were fouled by falling trees and lines, 
while all branch lines suffered more or 
less heavily. In many instances the 
private service lines frcm street to 
houses were ripped out by falling trees 
In other cases again the instruments 
themselves were put out of working 
gear by lightning.

“We have more than 1,000 lines to test 
for trouble, and as this trouble is of 
different characters, owing to different 
causes, it will be some time before we 
have all the phones back in working or­
der," said Mr. Baird to The Advertiser. 
“Extra gangs are doing their best to 
cope with the exceptional demand for 
repair work, but it will be several days 
at least before we have completed out- 
repairs."

On some streets, whole blocks have 
been cut off from telephone communi­
cation. William street, between King 
and Uundas, is cited as an instance of 
this. Every telephone service in the 
block was tom out.

Long-distance lines suffered less 
than was at first supposed, but rural 
communication was at a handicap last 
night and today. The rural lines are 
being cleared by separate gangs from 
those working on the city services.

TEMPER, PLUS WORDS,
BRING HIM LECTURE

Webber White Gave Vent to Both and 
Landed In Court.

Webber White has an extensive 
! vocabulary, and a bad temper. This 
| combination caused the neighbors so 

much worry on Thames street that he 
I was arrested early this morning and 
! haled into court.

The man. who used vile language, 
i was given a tongue lashing by the 
j magistrate.

“You are going to quit this thing or 
i you will spend a lot of time in jail,”
! said the magistrate. “You curse and 
| swear, abuse your wife, and make a 

nuisance of yourself. You want everj- 
! body to cringe to you. 1 am going to 
' take a hand in this. I will suspend 

sentence on you: bind you over to keep 
| the peace towards your family, but if 
, you ever come in here, I will send you 
j down for a term in' jail. I am tired of 

such a man as you."
. “Can I go home and take my things 

away?” White asked.
"No: you are going to look after your 

family, and I am going lo see that you 
do," retorted the magistrate. “You are 

I a pretty poor specimen of a man."
White i nd his wife left the court 

; room together.

George Moore, who gave his home 
address as Baltimore, was today sen­
tenced by Magistrate J. C. Judd to 
from three months to six months at 
the Reformatory in Guelph on two 
charges of theft preferred by John 
Willis, grocer, and Carlyle Trebilcock. 
This Is the man that Mr. Willis caught 
on Sunday evening coming out of his 
house, after stealing some jewelry. On 
his person was found some tie pins, 
and other articles stolen from Mr. 
Trebilcock.

The young lad pleaded guilty, and 
was sentenced at once.

“You have not been very frank with 
me." said the magistrate. "You have 
told me little about yourself, and I 
suspect that you are a crook in the 
States. However. I find that you are 
suffering from tuberculosis, so 1 will 
send you to the Guelph Prison Farm, 
where you will be cared for. An order 
to deport you to the United States j 
will be made as soon as I have learned j 
more of your history.”

“Can't you make a straight sen­
tence?" asked Moore.

"I cannot," answered the magistrate. 
"That shows me you know quite . a 
lot about jails and; sentences."

Moore is a young lad. and seems to 
have a severe case of consumption.

Sergt. Alex. C. Joseph, who returned 
on Friday last, invalided from shell 
shock, suffered severely during the ter­
rific electrical storm yesterday. After 
being in British and French hospitals, 
for eight months, he was sent home,

! and was making excellent progress to- 
I ward recovery, until the big storm 
broke. The deafening crashes of thun­
der and the vivid lightning flashes 
"got” his nerves again, and he is suf­
fering greatly.

Sergt. Joseph went from London with 
a draft, throwing up his crown as ser­
geant-major in order to get to the 
front. He was in the trenches in Bel­
gium, when one day a couple of "Jack 
Johnstons" came over close together. 
He and four companions were blown 
flat on their faces by the bursting 
shells, and he remembers little that 
happened after, until he was in the 
hospital in England. While in England 
he had to undergo an operation for 
appendicitis.

Praises Russians.
Sergt. Joseph pays the very highest 

tributes to the Russian soldiers, many 
of whom he saw in France and Eng­
land.

'They are fine physical types of 
men," he said, “as hard as nails, and 
will stop at nothing. All that is neces­
sary is to tell them what to do, and 
they will spare no efforts to do it. They 
live simply, three loaves of black bread 
and a couple of bowls of porridge every 
day. Every soldier carries a big wood­
en spoon in a place fitted for it in the 
high boots the Russians wear. There 
will be no stopping these men."

Sergt. Joseph also had words of 
praise for the wonderful courage and 
efficiency of the French.

Value of Training.
“The boys in training here,” he said, 

“do not realize how much it means to 
be physically fit before they go in the 
trenches. Our boys, myself as well, 
used to complain about so much physi­
cal training, and think it unnecessary. 
Every bit of it is needed, and you 
never realize its value until you get 
in the trenches. A man who is in con­
dition can go through all kinds of hard­
ships and difficulties, where the fellow 
who Isn’t drops out.”

Sergt. Joseph told of a pathetic in­
cident he witnessed. In a heavy fight 
a German shell had wrecked a dugout, 
blowing off a young soldier's arm and 
burying ten of his companions. He 
freed himself, and a pal fastened a 
tourniquet on the stump to stop the 
bleeding. The wounded man then 
rushed to where Sergt. Joseph and his 
companions were fighting and begged 
for a shovel. They told him where they 
had left one, and when he got there he 
founded it had been broken by a piece 
of shell and was useless.

"He just stood there with the tears 
pouring down his face for a minute, 
and then rushed off to try to find a 
shovel some place else." said the ser­
geant.

One of Sergt. Joseph's chums, named 
Giroux, from near Chatham, who en­
listed and trained here, was killed with 
four others when a big shell crashed 
into a dugout. Ten of the men were 
buried, but six were goten out alive, 
some of them badly hurt.

Sergt. Joseph has brought home an 
unusually interesting collection of war 
trophies and relies.

There were 
rumors afloat that the hydro station 
on Ridout street was afire, but it proved 
to be a false alarm. The wires were 
struck, but no blaze resulted.

London yesterday afternoon experi­
enced the most severe rainstorm in its 
history. Though but an hour and a 
quarter in duration, the volume of water 
precipitated on the city reached the 
amazing total of 2.46 inches. More rain 
than this has fallen on a single day. 
but never has there been anything to 
equal it in the same time.

The monetary loss will run into many 
thousands of dollars. Flooded cellars 
that caused partial or full destruction j 
of perishable goods stored therein by i 
don ntown merchants represent at least |
90 per cent of the losses.

Whole Downtown Flooded.
The whole downtown area, speaking 

generally, suffered in the unprecedented 
downpour that flooded streets from gut­
ter to gutter and put the sidewalks in 
places several inches under water.

Coming after three weeks and more 
of the dryest spell ever experienced in 
London, the havoc that it wrought 
established a new record of destruction 
from natural causes. For days Lon­
don has been gasping for rain. Prayers 
have been offered for it, but the open­
ing of the heavens and the downpour 
that followed passed even in imagina­
tion the storn. that the continued dry 
spell presaged.

While the storm was at its height 
the play of the lightning against the j 
banks of black clouds that seemed to | 
engulf the city in a mask of stygian 
darkness, was an awe-inspiring spec­
tacle.

Rain Brings Relief.
One result of the rain was an Immedi­

ate lowering of the temperature and 
relief from the sweltering heat that has 
been London’s lot since the 1st of 
July. True the temperature Is still 
at summer heat, but the coolness that, 
followed the heavy rain was a welcome 
change.

Hydro power was off for 40 minutes 
during the storm. High tension wire 
trouble on the 110,000-volt wire outside 
the city is blamed by Chief Operator 
C. H. Colby for the break. The result 
was low water pressure in the city and 
absolute cessation of street railway, 
London and Port Stanley and London 
and Lake Erie traffic.

Only one pump, the emergency one, 
driven by gas engine power, was avail­
able for the fire pressure at the Horton ■ 
street station, and the result was ex­
ceedingly poor pressure when needed by 
the firemen. The fire in the Congre­
gational Church steeple demonstrated 
this, as it was for a time impossible to 
throw a stream higher than eighteen 
feet.

Firemen’s Busy Day.
Nobody worked harder than the fire­

men during the afternoon of the storm.

Four Churches Affected.
Both local churches of the Congrega­

tional denomination—the First and the 
Southern—were struck by lightning. The 
spire of the First church was hit and 
fired, while in the case of the Southern 
church, shingles were ripped from the l 
roof. Next door a hole of large pro­
portions was dug in the yard by what ! 
must have been the same bolt.

At the Adelaide Street Baptist Church 
a number of windows were broken in 
the Sunday school, where a fence to : 
the rear was struck.

Dundas Centre Church was reported \ 
struck and on fire. When the fire de­
partment responded, no trace of any j 
damage could be discovered other than j 
a short-circuited wire in front of the ] 
building, caused by falling limbs. The ! 
fire that resulted caused the alarm to j 
be turned in.

At St. Mary's Church, Lyle street, the j 
stands erected for the garden party, 
scheduled for last night, were blown j 
over and damaged. The electric wires j 
strung for the big illumination that had I 
been planned were reduced to junk. 
The garden party was called off.

In the kitchen it tore up the carpet 
and oilcloth, and took the glass from a 
window as if removed by a glazier.

Keg Knocked From Hands.
George Ryan, driver of a Shedden 

Forwarding Company lorry, and James 
Mitcheltree, shipper at the D. H. How- 
den wholesale hardware, had a narrow 
escape from death when a keg of 
steel, being handled by them, was 
knocked from their hands by lightning.

Mitcheltree had just handed the keg 
to tiic. forwarding company's employee 
when the lightning struck the keg 
knocking it to the ground.

Both sustained slight shocks. 
Lightning entered the chimney of 

the residence of John L. Johnston, 
554 Vi Waterloo street, during the 
storm yesterday afternoon. The mirror 
of a dresser in one of the rooms was 
shattered and the wallpaper burnt in 
several places, but no one was injured. 
Miss Johnston and a lad named Jim 
Perkins were in the house at the time, 
but were in the townstairs rooms.

The linoleum and the dresser scarf 
were scorched, but nothing caught fire. 
Pieces of the mirror were hurled to 
the far side of the room.

Effect Along the River.
As yesterday’s deluge was practi­

cally confined to the city and immediate 
vicinity, there was no startling rise 
in either branch of the Thames. Im­
mediately after the storm the river 
rose several inches, and later in the 
evening as the water front various 
parts of the city poured in it rose fur­
ther. Little damage was done. A

number of boats were out, but they all
remained fast. The canvas tops were 
blown from some of the motor boats 
and they filled with rain to such an 
extent that they were in danger of 
sinking. The storm, however, abated 
before this happened.

The water came down all hills lead­
ing to the river in a torrent, and poured 
over the bank in small cataracts. Whit 
Lancaster’s boathouse was undermin­
ed, much of the earth at the back be­
ing swept away. Reparation was made 
for this at his other boathouse where 
the sediment piled up for several feet 
along the landing stage.

The water from Carling street cut a 
course over three feet deep and sev­
eral feet wide through the back of 
the Dennis Wire and Iron Company’s 
property, to the river. It swept away 
the earth from one corner of a house 
at the water’s edge, and filled the cel­
lar of the adjoining house several feet 
deep with water and mud.

Mr. Lancaster stated to The Adver­
tiser that he was considering suing the 
city for the damage, as he had several 
times asked for adequate protection for 
such an emergency.

Little damage was done along the 
breakwater, but some of the West 
London streets suffered almost as badly 
as those downtown.

In South London the front part of 
the foundation of the Westminster 
rink, also owned by Whit Lancaster, 
has been swept in by the water. The 
short sidewalk leading to the entrance 
is undermined and hangs supported 
only at one end. The owner estimates 
the damage at several hundred dol­
lars. as the wall was two feet thick, 
and a large number of skates and

tools stored in the rink were buried
in the sand.

A large catalpa tree in front of Clare 
Jarvis’ residence on Hellmuth avenue 
was chopped by the storm, and tha 
hydro men were called to clear the 
wires of a large portion that had 
lodged on them.

A large maple in front of New St. 
Janies’ Church was split and heavy 
branches were still barring the side­
walk last evening.

A walnut tree at W. Footitt's resi­
dence on Hellmuth avenue was split 
and thrown to the ground

Trees in Thames Park were struck 
and split by the bolts.

Evidences of the storm were numer­
ous about Waterloo street and Centra 
avenue. Limbs were blown from trees 
on Central avenue on both sides of 
Waterloo. A large limb was broken off 
at the corner of Wolfe street and 
Waterloo.

A thunderbolt dug a largo hole in 
the lawn at the rear of 350 Central 
avenue, the residence of Lawrence 
Moore. Mrs. . ’core was overcome for 
a time by the shock.

They will serve their 
probation in war hospitals being con­
ducted by the St. John Ambulant e 
Brigade.

C. G. WOOD KILLED 
BY FALL FROM TRAIN

Founder of Wood’s Fair and 
Widely Known in This 

District.
C. C. Wood, for mary years a well- 

known London businessman and found­
er of the chain of stores known as 
Wood’s Fair, was instantly killed near 
Easton. Pennsylvania, yesterday, by 
falling from a train.

A telegram to Frank E. Jones of 
Wood's Fair here told of the accident. 
Mrs. Jones is a niece of Mr. Wood.

He was 55 years old. and resided 
In London until about eighteen years 
ago. Another brother who was as­
sociated with him in hls business died 
here several years ago.
