Mr. Gladstone Knocked Down and Trampled

Mr. Jones’ men, after a
short pursuit, gave up the chase.. Although
they had been warned that the cow was
dangerous, no  potice was given the le
in the Castle that the cow was loose in the
wt_aodl, and, in the afternoon, Mr. Gladstone
ulﬁhted in the park, as is his custom; to
.walk the rest of the way home. The ocar-
riage had hardly disappeared when the cow
orashed through the bushes directly in front
of Mr. Gladstone.  He stood still as soon
as the cow saw him. she o\nrﬁg furiously.
Mr. Gladstone tried to dodge behind a tree,
but the cow was upon him in a moment.

She knocked him down, trampled and tried
to gore him, ‘but, -her horns

back, she was unable to pierce him wit!
them. Mr, Gludstone regained his presence
of mind after the first shock, and lay per-
ppectly still until the cow puused fora
moment, then he slid from under her,
jumped and ran, The ‘cow pursued him,
but he managed to keep the trees be-
tween them until she wearied of the
chase, She scampered off, and Mr.
Gladstone walked home. He was nervous
and somewhat bedraggled, but otherwise
apparently uninjured. He drove in the
park towards evenivg, To-day he attended
church and, but for a noticeable paleness,
seemed to have recovered completely. The
news of Mr. Gladstone’s encounter had
hardly got abroad when it was learned that,
in the evening, a guest of the castle, while
out walking, had been atvacked by the
same cow and had been seriously injured.
