The royal party will arrive in Quebec 
at Boon or, September 16, and after a 
military reception upon landifigy’rom the 
Ophlr,' vtlll be conducted'tq the parlia­
ment buildings, when Mayor Parent will 
read, an address of welcome.

At 4 p.m. the Plains of Abraham will 
be formally dedicated by the Duke to 
public uses, and Their Royal Highnesses 
will also lay the corner stone of the 
monument to be erected to the memory 
of Quebecers who fell in South Africa.

In the evening there will be a dinner 
at the Citadel, given by the Governor- 
General.

On the morning of the 17th a grand re­
view wi.l be held on the Plains of Ab­
raham, in which troops from ail parts of 
the province will participate.

In the afternoon the Duke and Duch­
ess and party will be driven to the Falls 
of Montmorency, where they will be 
shown the house at one time occupied 
by His Highness’ great grandfather, the 
Duke of Kent.

Expenditure More Than Keeps Face 
With Large Revenue.

Ottawa, Ont., July 6.—(Special.)—Up­
on the financial statement for the fiscal 
year just issued by tire Dominion gov­
ernment organs are basing a boast of a 
net surplus of revenue over, both capital 
and ordinary expenditure. The facts are 
that the returns as published in the Can­
ada Gazette are necessarily incomplete.

Helena, Mont., July 5.—Traffic <m the 
Northern Pacific railway ha*s been stop­
ped, and probably wiH not be^ resumed 
inside of 24 hours owing to the cloud 
burst between Miles city and Wibaux, 
last night. Five bridges and sever tl 
dumps were destroyed and 1,000 men are 
engaged in repairing the damage. All 
trains are held at Dickinson on the east 
and Miles city on the west.

Grand Rapids, Mich., July 5.—Western 
Michigan was visited by a disastrous 
cloud burst early today and the result­
ant damage will amount to thousands of 
dollars. Both the Pere Marquette and 
Grand Rapids and Indiana railroads are 
crippled north of here, and all north­
bound passenger trains are obliged to 
make long detours while freight traffic is 
paralyzed. Between here and Howard 
City, on the G. R. & I. the road bed 
is washed out in a dozen places and the 
Pere Marquette is in the same condi­
tion. The Chicago and Grand Trunk 
can get no trains east on account of 
the washing out of a bridge at 'Saranac.

Dams in the Flat and Rouge rivers 
north of here have been washed out, 
and many mills along these streams will 
be idle for days. Great damage was 
done to fruit trees and growing crops in 
the western Michigan peach belt.
