Kuife—The Clty Council Sits thil mid-
night and Passes the Estimnies.
The city council beld a special meeting
last night to finally revise the estimates for
1883. Mayor Bcswell occupied  the chair.
The pruning knife was again vigorously ap-
plied and the various items of expendi‘ure
were still farther sut down by $15,854.
B fore going into committee of the whole
on the estimates, Ald,Clarke,chairman of :he
executive committee, delivered an interest-
ing budget speech on the various branches
of civic expenditure, He made a regular
onslaught on the school expenditure., He
said that of 57,245 ratepayersin the city
of Torouto, ane-third of them paid -the
toral taxes of the city. The city's assets
were over $60,000,000, while the city debt
was but $6,000,000. Toronto’s credit stood
high in all the markets of the world. The
speaker wi-hed to impress upon the mem-
bers that a reduction of even half a mill
meant a very considerable sum to the large
taxpayers. He wound up by paying & high
¢ribute to the model of business like
manner in which the city books were kept
in the chamberlain’s office, Within a few
minutes any ratepaver desiring any infor-

mation on any city expenditure could get
it from the city treasurer in complete form

The council then went into the commit-
tee of the whole, A'd. Allen in the chair.
Under the heading of expenditnre to be met
by special receipts, Ald Clarke moved to
strike out the item of §30,000 for refi‘ting
the premises of the former Mechanics’ 1nsti-
tute for a free library, the pnrchase of
which was recently concurred in by tle
council, the purchase of books, and other
expenditure incident to the establishment
of the said free library, with two branch
reading rooms; including, any discount on

this purpose, Considerable discussion fol-
lowed this motion, Ald. Clarke was the
privcipal speaker in support of his motion,
and Mayor Boswell the priucipal opponent.
The motion was lost on the following divi-
sion: -

Yeas—Ald, Clarke, Crocker, Davies, Adamson,
saunders, Blevirs, Irwia, Baxter, Ca lyle—9.

Nays—Evans, Trees, Hall, Stciner, Love, Ryan,
Maughan, Hastings, Leslie, Murray, Downey, Pape,
Millichamps, Walker—14.

On the item of $12,205 for the walks and
gardens and Island park (to be met by
special receipts), the item of 31000 for im-
proving Reliwoods park was struck out on
motion of Ald. Hall, which was strongly
opposed by Ald, Bell. [ Che city has not a
clear deed of this park yet.] Althongh the
conncil has no ¢ontrol over the expeuditures
of the police department, the committee
struck off $1400 from the item of salarier,
amounting to $105,745.  Ald, Clarke gave
as a reason that fifteen of the men bad
been out of the city for two months,
whose salaries had been paid by the
dominion govervment,

Coming down to the controllable expen-
diture, the miscellaneous fund at the dis-
posakof the exccutive committee was outb
down from $12,000 to £9000 on motion of
Ald Baxter, The item of $8854 to re‘und
sewer balanses, «xpended on general street
purposes, $11,854, less $3000, raised i
1882, under the special expenditure head io
the works committee's appropriation, was
vext struck out. The property committee’s
appropriation was reduced by $1500, $500
off the $2000 asked for the Frederick sireet
whatf addition, aud $1000 off the $§2000 for
piling on the Esplanade, Ald, Hall madea
strong effort to get the jail grant of $9690
for faud, clothing, fuel, water, 1epairs, in-
surance, ete , cut dowwn, withouc success
Ald, Clarke wanted the grant of $5000 to
the house of indastry cut down to $4000,
or if the 85000 were granted
the board of that institution adopt
the “‘stone-pile” suggestion of the combined
charities committee, He was not success-
ful, ~The $1000 on the paper for the com-
bined charities was struck off. The com
wittee then rose,

In council the £1400 struck off the police
estimates was restored, as the vity soliciter
said tho council were bound to provide the
sum asked for by {he police commissioners.
The total ordina1y expenditure to be pro-
vided for was thus reduced from $1,300,951,
(18 submitted by the executive committee)
to $1,285,007

Ald. Clarke then moved, seconded by
Ald, Divies, that the city treasurer prepare
a reviscd copy of the estimates embocying
all changes made therein, and fixing the
tate at 14} mills in the dollar, with a
special rate of 7 of a mill for road vays and
% of a mill for sidewalks. Carried,

The council adjourned at 12 o’clock.
