'Tlie Toronto General Hospital.
[From The Canadian Practitioner.]

The equipment of this institution is becom­
ing more complete year by year. Fifteen 
years ago, when the demand for hospital ac- 

nidation in Torouto was not very great, 
the hospital was a very unpretentious insti­
tution, and consisted of a building in which 
patients suffering from all classes of disease, 
medical and surgical, were admitted. In 
1678 the dye and çar infirmary was 
built, and in the same year the 
Burnside lying-in hospital. A few 
years later a separate pavilion was erected 
for use in treating patients requiring ab­
dominal section. Last year an important 
addition was made te the hospital m provide 
ing a building for gynecological work only, 
with ward accommodation for in-patieues 
and rooms for tbe reception and treatment 
of-out-patients. We aro glad to learn that 
there is at present in process of completion o 
number of rooms to be devoted/c*clusiVely 
to general out-patient work and that here 
ample accommodation will be provided 
for both physician and surgeon, so 
•that patients will now bo able to re­
ceive treatment in apartments well 
adapted for the purpose. We understand 
that ample space will be afforded for waiting 
rooms,, and that a limited number of students 
will bo able to attend the outdoor cliniques. 
It is difficult to exaggerate the importance of 
utilizing the material presented at the out­
door cliniauo of a large hospital for the 
benefit of the student. The facilities for 
doing this at the Toronto General Hospital 
have been inadequate iu tho past, aud whilst 
the conditions have been such that, the 
students have been unable to gain much good 
in the out-door deportment, the patients, 
too have suffered much inconvenience 
from overcrowding. The constant growth of 
tbe city aud the increasing number of medi­
cal students in our schools demand increased 
facilities for hospital work, and the man­
agers of the hospital aro to be congratulated 
ou tbe eucrgy which they have displayed in 
providing from time to time the necessary 
means for carrying on the work efficiently.

There are yet certain directions in which 
improvement is urgently culled for. ihe 
arrangements for conducting post mortem 
examinations are at present far short 
of what is needed. It is a very 
great advantage to have in connection 
with a largo hospital a properly equipped 
theatre and a well-arranged laboratory tor 
the examination and demonstration of mor­
bid anatomy; this is, indeed, tin absolute ne­
cessity Tim present means afforded for tbe 
conduct of such examinations arc for from 
being satisfactory; this feet is no doubt fully 
—ognized by the authorities, and wo trust 
that os soon as circumstances permit, tins 
feature, so necessary in the equipment of the 
institution, will receive due attention, and 
that our hospital will ere long rival tlio finest 
institutions of the kiud on the continent. 
The Toronto General Hospital lias at present 
3U0 beds, aud tlio number of patients seen in 
the varions outdoor cliniques is large.
