JOBN SMITHSON'S SUDDEN DERTE.

Taken 111 at the Schiller House and Died
After Being Removed to His
Home in a Cab.

John Lane Smithson, who arrived in
this city from Minneapolis two weeks
@go, died at the residence of his brother,
162 Bolton-avenue, last night under cir-
cumstances which Coroner W. H. B, Aikins
thinks justifies the issuance of a warrant
for an inquest into the cause of death.
Since arriving in the city Smithson haa
been dealinz in fruit at the St. Law-
rence Market, and boardinz with his
brothér. He left the house Monday morn-
inz and, not coming back at. night, as
had beeén his custom, enguiry was made
at the market and it was learned that
he had stopped over night at the Schiller
House. He had been driyihg during
the day. =

Yesterday eveninz he was brought home
in a cab from the Schiller House and
died at 8.10.

A World reporter called at the Schiller

ouse in . Adelaide-street east last
night. Here it was learned Smithson
had appeared at about 5 o'clogk, appar-
ently under the influence of liquor. Bar-
tender Johnson saw Smithson euter with
another man. The two went into a
room in the rear of the bar and sat
down at a table. A drink was called
for, and Swmithson took oune giass of
ginger-beer.. He then rested his head
upon his hands and seemed to go to sleep.
Soon after he was takea violently ill,
and the. bartender became alarmed. He
says that be thought Smithson was very
drunk, and calling a cab sent him to
his brother’s residuce. Smithsoa’s ne-
phew arrived with the eab, and went with
his uncle to the house on Bolton-avenué,
Smitheon’s companion waited until the
sick man was put in the cab, and then
leit. No one around the hotel knew the
name of the man who accompanied
Smithson to the hotel.

HONORE MERCIER IS DRAD.

QUEB#C'S EX - PREMIER PASSES
AWAY PEACEFULLY,

“or Several Months He Had Been Suffer
ing From Diabetes and There Was No
Hope of His Recovery—Was a Brilliant
“Orator and At One Time All-Powerful
in Quebec.

Montrenl, Oct. 80.—Honore Mereier
died this morning at about a quarter to
9 o'clock. The end had been expect-
ed any time during the preceding 24
hours,

Drs, E. P. Lachapelle and Rattot were
his medical attendants, and the last rites
of the church were administered by the
Rev. Father Garceau, 8.J. It is a Te-
markable fact that a spiritualist . here
had foretold about 10 days ago that the
ead would come on Oct. 30, Yesterday
Mr, -Mercier was unconscious most of the
time. For 10 hours ‘of the day he lay
in a comatose condition.

HONORE MERCIER.

Mr. Mercier in his prime would have
weighed close on to 185 pounds. His dead
body is now a mere skeleton, so much
had it wasted away, 3

Mr. Mercier was in poor health for
years before the symptoms of  diabetes
made Rhemselves  unmistakeably evi-
dent. :
Mr. Merecier's Life.

Honore Mercier was born in Iberville
in 1840. His parents were simple far-
mers, or habitants who had lived for
many years in Montzomery County. He
was educated at the Jesuit's College in
Montreal, In 1862 he became editor-in-
chief of The Courrier de St. Hyacinthe,
and made his mark as a forceful writer,
He studied law in the office of Lafram-
boise, Papineau at St. Hyacinthe; and
in 1865 was admitted to practice. He
was well known in politics, but in 1866
on account of a difference with his
¢ lleagues he rénounced his editorial
pogition and retired from the field. for
a time. In 1781, however, he reappear-
ed as one of the “Parti National,” and
in° 1872 was returned to the House of
Commons for Rouville. In 1878 he was
defeated by six votes in St. Hyacinthe.
In March, 1879, Mr. Mercier was select-
ed as a member of the Joly Oabinet -as
Solicitor-General, and returned to the
Quebec Legislature from St. Hyacinthe.
He at once took a prominent position
a8 a forceful and ready debater. In
1888 Mr. Mertier was chosen to lead
the Quebee Liberals, then in opposition,
In 1887 Mr. Mercier was returned to
power by a majority of nine in the

ouse of Assembly. Three years after-
ward his government was defeated, grave
charzes of boodling and mismanagement
havinz been made.

He was married twice, the first time
to Leopoldine Boivin of St. Hyacinthe,
who died, leavinZz one daughter. Mad-
ame Mercier, nee Virginie St. Denis, who
survives her husband, is one of the most
distinguished members of French-Can-
adian society.

EIGHT BURNED TO DEATH.”

Disastrous Fire in a Tenement House in
New York—Terrible Fight for
Life. . - -

New York, Oct. 80.—Eight people were
burned to death in a five-story tene-
ment house at 216 West 32nd-street
early this morning. \ :

He called his wife and
bade her follow him, but the woman be-
eame hysterical and did not obey. Fried-
man made his way to a corner window,
near which a slender iron ladder - ran
front the yard to the roof. He rapidly
descended this ladder, expecting his wife
would follow, but hardly had he reached
the ground when he heard her screaming.
The man turned around just in time to
see the form of his wife shoot downward
from. a window of the 'kitchen.
Mrs. Friedman struck the bottom of
the cellar area, just outside the point
where the ‘fire is supposed to have start-
ed. She sustained no broken bones and
she’ ran up the area stairs to the: rear
of the yard. Her clothinz, however,
was ablaze and before it could be ex-
tinguished the woman was probably.
fatally burned.

Friedman handed his infant daughter,
the only one of the family, save himself,
who escaped wumscathed, throuzh the
window of an adjoininz house and then
started back to et his other children.
It was too late; the dense smoke drove
him back. £

The bodies of five people were found
in the other rooms blackened with smoke.
