THE INDIAN BUDGET

Shows a Deficit Less Than Previous
Budgets.

London, Sept. 4—Lord George Ham=
ilton, Secretary of State for India, in-
troduced the Indian budget in the
House of Commons to-day. The state-
ment showed that the expenditures of
the Indian  .Government continued to
exceed the revenue, but the deficit
was less than shown by the previous
budgets. The fall in_the r te of ex-
change was the Thief difficulty, the
Secretary said, but the financial po-
sition was distinctly better than it
was three years ago.

Mr. Balfour, First Lord of the Trease
ury, concurred in Mr. Fowler's views,
but said that special or constituent:
interests ought not to override the
interests of the Imperial Government,
Lancashire, he said, could rely upon
it that the duties would not be allowe
ed to unduly favor Indian manuface
turers, .
