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Unfair to the Small Retail 
Merchant

The smaller retail merchants 
throughout the country are at an 
unfair disadvantage under the 
present postal arrangements. Be­
cause they are subsidized bv the 
big mail order houses, some of the 
metropolitan dailies are selling their 
newspapers at outside points at a 
mere traction of what the white 
paper costs. As these advertising 
sheets go through mails at newspap­
er rates, it simply means that the 
government is circulating the ad­
vertising literature of the big de­
partment stores free of charge. Al­
ready the mails are almost clogged 
with these advertising sheets and 
the situation is becoming steadily 
worse. A pointed editorial on this 
subject from the Drygoods Review 
published two weeks ago points out 
that a number of the metropolitan 
■dailies are now controlled by the 
big department stores. The mail 
order dailies do not actually interfere 
with the circulation of local news­
papers except possibly in selling an 
unfair standard of newspaper values. 
The unfairness is in a greater de­
gree to the retailers. The effort of 
some local newspapers to give their 
town merchants a fair show by re­
fusing to carry department store 
advertiisng is offset by the unfair 
advantage which the postal depart­
ment gives to the department stores 
through the “dollar” dailies. We 
believe the suggestion of the Dry­
goods Review that the big dailies be 
forced to charge the same subscrip­
tion price in the country as in the 
city, would provide a proper and 
adequate remedy. This is a matter 
which should receive the serious 
attention of the retail merchants in 
their association.

The Urate Fattening of Poultry

Practical experience has shown 
that crate feeding is not only a very 
satisfactory but also an economical 
method of. fattening poultry. The 
saving in the amount of feed requir­
ed to produce one pound of gain is 
quite marked, and the feeder is en­
abled to observe to greater advantage 
the progress being made by individ­
ual birds. He can also, if necessary 
curtail the duration of the feeding 
period in the case of birds which 
have attained their maximum weight 
and are ready to be placed in the fin­
ishing crate. Crate fattening cannot 
with success be carried on in a hap­
hazard way. The feeder requires to 
understand the principles of what„he 
is at and to give the necessary at­
tention to the details of his work. 
In order to teach the proper method 
of feeding poultry in crates the Live 
Stock Commissioner at Ottawa has 
had prepared a seasonable illustrated 
pamphlet on the subject, which ex­
plains clearly the construction of a 
fattening crate, the constituents and 
preparation of proper rations, the 
method of feeding, killing and dres­
sing birds and information regarding 
packing for market. The work 
which is designated Pamphlet No. 2 
of the Live Stock Branch is available 
to all who apply for it while the edi­
tion lasts to the Publication Branch 
of the Department of Agriculture at 
Ottawa.

The Packing of Fruit

Canadian fruits, than which there 
are none better, are now regarded in 
the markets of the world at their 
true worth. Through the operations 
of the Inspection and Sale Act, the 
packing of Canadian fruit has been 
greatly improved and the develop­
ment of the trade accelerated. From 
time to time since its enactment, as 
experience has indicated, the Act has 
keen improved in order to more com­
pletely encourage and protect the in­
dustry. The latest amendment to 
the Act, which was passed during 
the past session of Parliament, ex­
tends inspection to imported fruit, 
thereby placing it on an equal footing 
with that grown in Canada. The 
amendment provides that the Gov- 
ernor-in-Counoil by regulation may 
prescribe the kinds of imported fruit 
the packages containing which must 
be branded or marked ; the brands 
or marks to be used thereon, as well 
as the methods and places where 
such branding shall be done. Other 
minor changes were effected in tuo 
Act.

For the information of those in­
terested in the fruit trade there has 
been issued by the Dairy and Cold 
Storage Commissioner, a pamphlet 
designated bulletin Nq. 40 of the 
Dairy and Cold Storage Branch, con­
taining the Inspection and Sale Act, 
Part 9, (the Fruit Marks Act and 
Fru t Packages) as amended. Copies 
of this bulletin are available to those 
who apply for them to the Publica­
tions Branch of the Department of 
Agriculture at Ottawa.

The Pilgrim fathers were not on­
ly God-led men, but they were God- 
led Englishmen.”

“In spite of the great fushion of 
races and of the great contributions 
which other nations have made to 
the one hundred millions of people 
across the sea, and to her incalcul­
able wealth, the United States is yet 
English led and English ruled.”

Kipling would not sing the strength 
and the virtues that have come out 
of England with more enthusiasm 
than this American ambassador.

SWARMING WITH INSECTS.

The Pests Are a Veritable Plegue In 
Bolivia and Breeil.

Insect pests are a plague on the 
boundary oï Bolivia and Brasil. “In 
the forests and on the smaller rivers." 
writes Commander Herbert A. Ed 
wards. R. N. R., In the Geographical 
Journal, "life Is made almost unbear­
able. Ants are mef’wltb everywhere; 
they swarm over one’s person In hun­
dreds. and most of them bite moat sav­
agely. There Is one kind of red ant. 
which lives to trees hollowed out by 
themselves, whose bite Is like a touch 
with a red hot Iron. If a person Inad­
vertently touches or leans up against 
one of these trees the ants swarm out 
upon him Instantly, and his life for 
hours afterward Is a long drawn out 
misery. Then there are the huge ants, 
called tncanderas, one and a half Inch­
es In length: they live In the forks of 
trees. Their bite Is particularly pain­
ful. and causes the part affected to 
swell up as If poisoned. One of our 
soldiers was Incapacitated for several 
days by a bite of a tucandera. Bed 
ants; black anta which make broad, 
straight roads of their own and move 
about In battalions; grayish white ants, 
living In red colored mounds, six feet 
high; yellow ants—each and every one 
has Its own particular way of making 
unwelcome the Intruder into Its habi­
tat

“Butterflies daring bright sunshine 
settled on the surveyors and the Instru­
ments they were using In such num­
bers that survey work became an Im­
possibility. Nor la this all. Wasps of 
many colors, but always with a sting: 
hornets, which give no mercy to man 
or beast: bees of all sizes, some of 
which swarm In one’s shirt eyes, hair, 
ears, month and nostrils seeking mois­
ture. Every blade of grass has a tick 
of some sort waiting opportunity to 
bury Itself In some one’s flesh.

‘Spiders, horrid hairy creatures, with 
bodies six Inches long, are sometimes 
met One of our men was stung or 
bitten by one of these when out shoot­
ing; his foot where he was bitten be­
came very Inflamed and broke out Into 
raw patches. He had to be left behind 
ns we were on the march, and when 
we sent for him three weeks later he 
was still limping."

~the world, according to Robert Louis 
Stevenson, are those of North Amer­
ica. “The names of the states and ter­
ritories," he declares In “Across the

kota, Iowa, Wyoming. Minnesota and 
the Carolines. There are few poems 
with a nobler music to the ear; a song­
ful, tunefnl land, and If a new Homer 
shall arise from the western continent 
his verse will be enriched, his pages 
sing spontaneously, with the names of 
states and cities that would strike the 
fancy In a business circular.’’

Soiled Papers.
Large papers or leaves of books that 

have become soiled from much han­
dling can be put Into perfect condition 
If the loose dirt Is first nibbed off with 
a piece of bread. Then cover the spots 
with blotting paper made damp with 
oxalic acid In solution. Lastly pass a 
hot Iron over the blotting paper until 
It dries.

To remove deep set creases In papers 
or the leaves ot a book put between 
two pieces of white blotting paper—or 
any unsized paper—slightly dampened, 
and press with a warm Iron until the 
page Is perfectly smooth.—New York 
Tribune. ________________

Demonstration Cows
Dominion Department of Agriculture 

Dairy Branch

Are your dairy cows making good 
profits? It is necessary to find out, 
for at the famous National Dairy 
Show held in Chicago the last week 
in October, the authorities had gath­
ered nine demonstration cows to 
prove for one thing how easy it is to 
lose good money feeding poor cows. 
All feed was weighed, all the milk 
was weighed and tested, the results 
of each day were placarded in bold 
figures above each cow. These two 
furnish the extremes for one day. 
A 7 year old grade Jersey consum­
ing 21 cents worth of feed lirqduced 
only 13 cents worth of fat. This 
means that she incurred a loss of 8 
cents for that day, that the feed cost 
of one pound of fat was ,62 cents, 
that the feed cost of 100 lbs. of milk 
was $2.53, and that for every dol­
lar’s worth of feed given to her she 
yielded only 62 cents worth of prod­
uct.

Close to her was a 7 year old 
Guernsey that on the same day con­
sumed only 26 cents worth of feed ; 
but notice what she did with it. She 
produced two and a quarter pounds 
of fat worth 79 cents showing there­
from a profit of 53 cents. Her pound 
of fat cost under 11 cents to produce, 
while every dollar’s worth of feed 
gave three dollars’ worth of product.

It has been demonstrated to 
Canadian farmers over and over 
again that similiar conditions exist 
in each province. Just as soon as 
the keeping of dairy farms became 
general, the profits from feeding cows 
may be expected to increase rapidly. 
The Dairy Division, Ottawa, gladly 
supplies feed record forms and a 
herd record book ; apply for them 
today, and make sure, by systematic 
records, that each cow in your herd 
makes a good profit on her year’s 
work.
