How to Make Tea.

Hard water makes the most delicious
tea, as it digsolves less of the fapnin and
gives the cup a more delicate flayor. And
even with bard water there is a wide differ-
ence bétween wells located near together.
But given the same qhality of water, and a
differende in the manipulation will make,
to a sensitive taste, a total change in the
character of the beverage.

There is not onc tea kettle out of a
hundréd that in its present condition is fit
to boil water for a cup of tea. Letour
reader go home tosnight and inspect his
own ‘outfit, and hLe will verify our state-
ment. He &ill find the interior of his
kettle encruated with the mineral deposits;
extracted from the water, builing in it
from morniug until night of each succecd-
ing day. ‘As the water is ¢ clean’ the cook
but emptics and fills the kettle, never

Water that has stood after boil-
ling will pot make a good cup of tea, and
| yet how often the tired laborer, mechanie,

filledl as often as any -addition was needed,
Take a clean kettle never used-foranyibing
else, fill it with® fresh water, the harder
the better, boil quickly over a very ‘hot fire,
and’ pourias soon as-it boils upon the tea-
leay:g ‘frcsh' from the canister. Let it
+tand four o¥five minutes, and then drink.

How ro Seom. Tea—If the first experi-
ment does not make ‘an infusion strong
cnongh, or, if the pot is partly empty and
more is neéeded, do not put any fresh tea
intg the teapot, for it will surcly be wast-
«d. Tea water will not dissolve the theine
from the dry leaves of fresh tea; only
pure, fregh water will do that. The* addi-
tion of tea to the nearly empty” teapot will
increase.  the color, but it will not-make
the tea perceptibly stronger in its exhila-
rating quality. Any one may'try the
experiment. Put a tabléspoonful of tea
into a quart of water, and let it stand five
minutes, or beil it'if desired. : Then add
two more spoonfuls of ter-leaves to the
same decoction.  The color be in-
creased, but the tea will be jittle stronger
in the active principle so much desired.

When more liquid or'a strongert infusion
is desired, put the additional tea in a cup,
and pour fresh water on it; aftef it has
stood a few minutes: it may then be put in
the pot to good advantage.—Christiun at
Werk.
