In our recefitly printed editorials having
reference to our Experimental Farms we

Since their publication we bave
d “ Balletin No. 10” from the De-
partment of Agriculture which treats of
the ““apple scab” (Fusicladium de ndriti-
cum) ‘“the spread and development of
which has been so gradual during the past
ten or fifteen years, that orchardists do not
at the present time fully grasp the magni-
tude of the annual loss they suffer from
this cause.” This fungus pest is most fav-
orably propagated in a cool, moist climate,
like that of our province, in which, if not
soon checked, it will be likely to prevail to
an alarming extent.
THE CAUSE OF APPLE SCAB
is caused by a minute parasitic_fungus, a
low form of plant life, which, by living on
the leaf and fruit of the apple, prevents
assimilation in the former, and the develop-
ment of the latter. By its action the tree
is made less able to withstand the severe
cold of the winter season, and is rendered
more liable to injury from early and late
frosts, says Prof. ribner, whose words
we have been quoting. May we not attri-
bute to its debilitating influence on the
vitality of the tree, the disease which re-
sults in the severdnce of the bark from the
ball of the trce and which has destroyed
so many fine trees in the orchards of the
valley. Has a remedy been found for the
of this rapidly propagating fungus
called apple scab?

Pour off the clear liquid without
disturbing the precipitate, fill with water
again and stir as before ; then allow it to
stand until the sediment has settled again
which will take place in a few hou
Pour the clear liquid off carefully as befc
and the residue is carbonate of copper
Using the above quantities of copper su
phate and sal soda there will be 12 ounces
of copper carbonate.

HOW AND WHEN TO USE IT.

“ When the carbonate is to be used in
suspension, instead of adding the ammonia
to the sediment, add water unlll the whole
quantity is made up to six quarts. Stir
this thoroughly uuntil the sediment is com-
pletely suspended, that is mixed throughout,
and pour the thick liquid into a suitable
jar when it will be ready for use. Before

Pour out a quart of the thick
fluid and mix with gallons of water.”
The importance of early spraying is strong-
ly urged. Mhe first application should be
made before the blossoms gpen ; the second
soon after they have fallen ; the third and
fourth following in periods of about ten
days or two weeks. apart. Use noz 1
which will distribute the liguid in a fine
misty spray.

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Should Women Vote?

The question of the wisdom of giving

women the sume privileges of the franchisc |

as men enjoy is fast becoming a matte
positive dealing. Whether we appr
this appareut precipitation of thi

. among us, or whether our feelings are so

much opposed to a consideration of the sub
ject that we do not wish to bother with it,
or the exact reverse of these views, the
woman suffrage problem is upon us. A
legislature now seldom has a session but
this matter is not, in some way, br
before it. A few years ago the s
women of Nova Scotia, with the wece:
property qualification, were given the r
to vote at the municipal elections. A few
weeks ago a bill was brought by a privatc
member before the Nova Scotia parliament
asking for women the right of voting at
Provincial elections. About one-third of
the members present voted in its favor.
This was a large vote considering. the fact
that the agitation in behalf of the franchise
for women is of very recent origin. At the
present moment petitions are being circu-
lated throughout the Dominion by the
friends of the Women’s Christian Temper-
ance Union, asking for women a voice in
the affairs of government.

Various views of much importance, pro
and con, are presented in reference to this
* problem. - On the one hand, it is argued
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that men would lose the exalted feelings
which they now entertain for women if we
gave them the privilege of coming down to
niingle with the degradation of our party
politics. On the other_hand, it is main-
tained that if women stand so much above
our party politics, it is about time these
politics were lifted up, and the participa-
tion of a ‘‘ purer and more exalted” ele-
ment in them would be a general good, of
which the women would share, and in the
end gain very much. Very prominent ar-
guments are brought from the .\'criplm.'cs
against the equal rights of women to figure
in her behalf in public affairs, such as the
advice by St. Paul. To this an answer is
givenby WashingtonGladden, asapplying to
the whole matter of subordination as sug-
gosted in the Scriptures : ‘‘ The system of
slavery is recognized and regulated in the
legislation of the Bible, just aspolygamy and
blood vengeance are recognized and reg-
ulated. The laws of Moses do not sanc-
tion either of these evils; they only set
bounds to them, and secure their ad-
ministration on certain principles of
justice and humanity which will in
due time put an end to them. And
when these principles begin to root them-
selves in the convictions of the people, pro-
phets arise announcing the higher law of
perfect righteousness. ® * " The fact
is foretold (woman’s subordination), that
this should be her condition ; the fulfilment
of this prediction we have found in history.
But it also distinctly declared that the sub-
jection is part of the misery of the fall, mld
this is llxc aim of ( hnstmmt) to remove.
